Members of the camp attend-
ed.

The funds were presented after the
of cial signing of a binding agreement
between the Society and camp mem
bers to establish and preserve a per
petual display in the Fauquier History
Museum for the Black Horse Troop.
Originally proposing a formal monu -
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ment but in light of recent trends, it
was determined the history and contin -
ued support of a historic display which
would change on a regular basis pro-
viding new and relevant history of the
men behind the uniforms was the most
enduring way to memorialize their
contribution to the county and country.

After the meeting members were
invited over to the museum to observe
the current display and in the next few
months arrangements will be made to
update this on a regular basis with new
information and artifacts.

Taking down monuments
and erasing our history

To the Editor:

Brought to the forefront by many
current events, controversy continues
over the understanding (or misunder -
standing) of slavery in America. One
can barely turn on a news cast, pick up
a paper, or monitor social media with -
out noticing the often heated debates.
Recent events have again pointed out
that issues not resolved in our late con
ict have come back again to haunt us.
So much of our true history has been
distorted to the point where it is easy
to understand the confusion. The truly
scary thing is that some questionable
proposals are being suggested from
various groups, from removing (or
changing) state ags to steadily eras-
ing any history which may be hard to
honestly deal with in today’s world. As
Americans, we have a hard time deal-
ing with our country’s deep roots in
African slavery. Yet as hard a subject to
deal with as past slavery is, should we
simply ignore the truth of our historic
past and bury our collective heads in
the sand? Has that approach ever really
resolved anything? Maybe it would be
best to accept our past evils, understand
our faults, and celebrate our abilities to
correct our mistakes.

It has been recommended by some
groups that speci c historical monu -
ments, mostly all Confederate, be re-
moved because of their connection (to
whatever degree) in past slavery. This
is an insensitive, desecrating move in

uncountable ways, to the descendants
of the deceased and to American history
as a whole, but it also starts the slide off
a very slippery slope. If Confederate
monuments are to be targeted for their
namesake’s involvement in slavery, then
justi ably, all monuments must come
under the same scrutiny. This is indeed
avery slippery slope. Let’s look at some
predominant national heroes who were
instrumental to the Founding of our
Country and making our Nation what
we are today:

Of the 22 primary Founding Fathers,
14 were slave holders, including names
like Benjamin Franklin, John Hancock,
Patrick Henry, Thomas Jefferson, James
Madison and George Washington. Of
what is deemed the seven“key” found -
ers, ve were slave holders. Thirteen
United States presidents and at least
seven vice presidents held blacks cap
tive under the institution of American
slavery, including Abraham Lincoln’s
Vice President Andrew Johnson and
famous Union General, and later Presi-
dent, Ulysses S. Grant.

If we begin the removal of all monu -
ments to those of our country’s past
who were involved, to some extent, in
African slavery we begin the systematic
historical destruction of our Nation’s
noble birth and growth into the leader of
the free world, everything which makes
us — well, us. We ignore the fact slavery
existed in all the States of the Union,
not just the South, and our Northern
heroes were just as guilty as any of our
Southern champions.

Are we moving now in the direc -
tion with the removal of a Confederate
monument to Jefferson Davis, should
we also take down the Washington
monument? If we desecrate and unearth
a Confederate gravesite, do we then dig
up Ulysses S. Grant? Should we blow
the faces of Washington and Jefferson
off the Mount Rushmore monument?
Both owned slaves you remember. As
Americans, are we prepared to dig
up the corpses of our past heroes and

m time to time, while preparing myself to
rite my article for the Confederate Veteraih
it a wall, get stumped, have writer’s block,
u get the picture. Well, this issue was one of
those times ... until | got a message from Brittany
Cryer, whose husband, James, is the commander
of the Natchitoches, LA, camp. (He also happens
to be a distant cousin of mine.) Brittany was asking
for guidance to help James explain to their newer
members as to why the SCV was doing what they
felt we needed to do concerning our monuments.
After | sent her my answer, it got me to thinking ...
how many of our new members and those who are
not so new, believe the gossip they read on social
media condemning the SCV. Yep, remember social
media, | touched on it in the last issue. Also it was
apparent to me that potential new members may be
staying away because of the media gossip.

| have been active in the SCV for twenty-seven
years and have witnessed many things in that time.
So ... | am going to share with you my thoughts
about how the SCV hasALWAYS been at the fore
front of Confederate Heritage violations, as well
as challenge the naysayers out there, a majority of
whom are not SCV members who would besmirch
the name of the Sons of Confederate Veterans.

| am not referring to any speci c violation which
has occurred in the past several months. | plan to
give you a synopsis of what the SCV has done in
the past.

8 — Confederate Veteran

January, 2000

SCV sponsored a rally in Columbia, SC in sup-
port of the Confederate Flag on top of the Capitol
dome. There were approximately 12,000 in atten
dance. This was the largest number of Confederate
supporters in one place in decades. News media
reported 6,000. The next weekend, the NAACP
had a rally at the same location. According to aerial
photos, the attendance was about the same ... the
news media reported 40,000 at the NAACP rally ...
no surprise.

Fall, 2000, Austin, TX

SCV held a rally and protest march to tell the
State of Texas to put back the Confederate Plaques
removed from the Texas Supreme Court Building.
Approximately 500 attended.

September, 2004

SCV sponsored a rally at the Peace Memorial
in Gettysburg, PA, to protest an artist from Florida
who depicted a Confederate Battle Flag in a hang
man’s noose. This event was heavily advertised.
Attendance was approximately 300.

October, 2004

The SCV sponsored a three-day rally in Augusta,
GA, to protest the mayor’s removal of two Second
National Flags on the Riverwalk at the demand of
the South Carolina State NAACP . This was adver-
tised heavily as well with 3,000 to 4,000 membersin
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each Division of Georgia and South Carolina at
that time. There were about 125 in attendance
on the third day, Saturday.

February, 2005

As chief of heritage defense, | got a call about
arally in Richmond, VA, sponsored by the local
SCV. There were two of us who marched; myself
and H. K. Edgerton with about half dozen SCV
members at the rally site.

The following is a list of the National Ses-
qguicentennial events that were sponsored by
the SCV. Note, these rallies were advertised for
years in advance and the numbers are estima
tions.

February, 2011 Montgomery, AL — 3,500 in
attendance

February, 2012 Richmond, VA — 300 in at
tendance

March, 2013 Biloxi, MS — Beauvoir — 700 in
attendance. Note, this was also the opening of
the new Jefferson Davis Library

November, 2014 Franklin, TN — 250 in at
tendance

May, 2015 Shreveport, LA — 350 in attendance

This was the last National SCV event com
memorating the years 1861-1865. This is also
the last place the Confederate Flag ceased to
y over land.

Several events have been sponsored by divi
sions, brigades and camps throughout the Con-
federation and beyond. What kind of attendance
do these events garner? For the past two years
we have celebrated, as a National Declaration,
Confederate Flag Day on the rst Saturday in
March. Every division in the SCV has held some
sort of stationary rally, multiple rallies within
a division or like the LA Division, conducted
rolling ag rallies along the interstates in the
state. How many members and prospective
members have participated in these ag waving
gatherings? Just recently in July, the TN Division
sponsored a Nathan Bedford Forrest commemo-
ration in Memphis at the Forrest monument.

This is one more case of the SCV sponser
ing an activity where membership was in the
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forefront with our ags.

Why is it, like in New Orleans, Dallas, Mem -
phis, etc., very few people want to get involved
until AFTER the monuments are gone? Isn't
that like guarding the barn after the animals
have escaped? Where were all these concerned
Southerners when these monuments were still
in place? The SCV has been involved with and
has led the ght to maintain and secure ALL
Confederate symbols, and yes, that included a
lot of work behind the scenes. In our day and
age of technology, working with lawmakers and
the court systems is crucial if we are to achieve
our goals. Public rallies which are advertised on
social media in today’s world open us up to the
distinct possibility of various hate groupsin| -
trating our events. There is a place and time for
such “protests,” but it has to be a venue where
the SCV can adequately monitor the crowd.
However, as | have pointed out earlier in this
article, we as an organization have had our
problems getting people to attend. What makes
this so important, to me at least, is the fact our
enemies are watching us. Just as the case with
the low numbers we had at our Sesquicentennial
events, when those who want to eradicate us see
low numbers at nationally sponsored activities,
it emboldens them to pursue even more aggres
sive tactics. They see us as being complacent
and not caring. Now | know this is NOT the
case, but perception is everything. Fact is when
the SCV does sponsor an activity, whether it is
National, Division, Brigade or camp, it needs to
be supported. That is what will bring in new
members, as well as keeping the members we
have on our roster.

| am sure everyone knows the song, This
Little Light of Mine, well, we need to let that
light shine. In Stephen D. Lee’s charge where
he tells us to “Vindicate the Cause,” | believe
every tombstone cleaned, every parade we
march in, every booth we man, every letter to
the editor we write, every camp meeting, Lee/
Jackson banquet and Confederate seminar we
attend, every person we talk to one on one or
in a group, every time we wave our ag. ...\We
VINDICATE THE CAUSE!!! This is how we let

"YOU are our only hope
In attaining victory’

r centuries the Scottish Highlanders, exist-
ng under a clan system, were apt to “revolt”
gainst English rule. “Revolt” is the term the
British used. In actuality, what the Scots were doing
was “resisting” British rule, but when a government
is determined to inict control and subjugate a
people, as the British were, any “resistance” to that is
seen by the imposing government as “revolutionary.”
This stems of course from the ancient belief that
governments, rather than individuals, are sovereign,
and therefore not to be “resisted.”

The Scottish Clan system was at odds with Eng
lish rule and its penchant for English dominated
central authority, especially in the area of religion.
When Bonnie Prince Charlie was defeated by the
Brits at the Battle of Culloden in 1745, the English
Crown, in an effort to prevent future resistance,
sought to break up the Clan system by establishing
the Act of Proscription. The Dress Act of 1746 was a
part of that Act and outlawed the wearing of Kkilts,
tartans and other forms of “Highland Dress.”

The aim was to strip the Highlanders of their
heritage as well as the sectional pride and identity
which was central to their culture. In other words if
you defeat the culture and heritage of a people, after
a time they will forget who they are and be more
easily persuaded to fall into line with the will of
some alternate authority. Karl Marx said something
similar in the 19" Century.

Ultimately, this is what we're up against in our
current struggle. Our enemies are small in numbers,
but very vocal and consider themselves unshackled
by the law, or even by common decency. The Ten
nessee Division has fought and won over and over
in their legal battles against the City of Memphis,
which has now, again, stepped outside the law. Ten-
nessee continues to ght and their leadership is to be
applauded for their resilient efforts to thwart every
attack leveled against them. The ghtis not over, but
| have every con dence our side will prevail.

What the rest of us must do is learn from the
examples afforded to us. Moreover, we must begin
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establishing our local camps, Brigades and Divi-
sions against such efforts. Our adversaries may not
have come to your community yet, but believe me,
they plan to. We must all be prepared for this. Addi -
tionally, we must be uni ed in message as well as in
deed. There is much more riding on our willingness
to stand than the loss of monuments, tragic as those
losses would be — it is our entire existence which is
under attack and the entire Southern philosophy of
rugged individualism and self-determination that
they wish to defeat. Our monuments are symbolic
of this, and of our pride in who we are. Taking these
down is merely a rst step.

YOU are our only hope in attaining victory. Each
of us must work to build the presence of our camp
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and of our organization in our local communities.
We need Division of cers offering training to their
camps on growth, retention, fund raising, public
relations, and all of the things which are necessary
for a vibrant organization. Your level of commitment
will determine victory or defeat in our efforts to save
our story and our way of life for future generations.

how of the 1960s was Rod
erling’s The Twilight Zone
rly episode, the story plot
revolved around the experience of
a Confederate sergeant on patrol to
locate Federal forces in a specic
valley.

As the sergeant performed his
responsibility, he heard the sounds
of troops, horses, and wagons
in the nearby city. He cautiously
moved into the city to determine
the strength of this Federal force.
On the outskirts of the city, the
noise of moving troops suddenly
ceased; all was quiet.

As the sergeant continued his
exploration of the city, he met an
elderly gentlemen — seemingly
the only city resident left in the
town. This gentlemen told the ser-
geant that he was responsible for
the condition of the Federals — he
caused them to be in this immobile
state. Needless to say this seemed
a wild tale to the sergeant. How
could this older man have such
an effect on these young, strong,
experienced Federal troops? This
seemed beyond the realm of pos
sibility.

The old man showed the ser
geant a book — a book entitled
Witchcraft He claimed he used
this book to “cast a spell” on the
Federals. He then went even fur-
ther. He stated that he could put
such a spell on the entire Union
army. He could “freeze” all Fed -
eral forces seeking to destroy the

Confederacy.

The sergeant still did not be-
lieve the old man — surely this
could not be true. The old man
declared, “I will show you.” He
opened the book, read certain
words from the book, and placed
this spell on the Confederate
sergeant. The sergeant could not
move or speak, but he could still
hear. The old man stated, “Now
you will believe me. Now you
know that this spell works.

The commanding
of cer replied, “If you can do this,
do it now. Let the Confederacy
prevail!”

The Confederate sergeant
opened the book and began to
read. The rst statements on the
page avowed that with the use of
this book you were placing your -
self in league with the Devil. The
next sentence commanded that
belief in God be denied. The Con
federate sergeant stopped reading
immediately. “We cannot do this,”
he proclaimed. “We cannot deny
our faith in God. If our cause is

lost, let it be buried in hallowed
ground!” With these words, the
sergeant threw the book of witch -
craft into the re.

The above, of course, is a cti-
tious story, but it contains a vital
historic reality. Christian faith re -
mained strong in the Confederacy
throughout the war and following
the war.

A Faithful Nation

Southern faith reflected the
faith of the founding fathers and
the founding documents. Southern
faith was conservative and practi-
cal founded in a high opinion of
Scripture. Southern leaders rec
ognized that God is the author of
liberty and they sought to honor
Him as such.

President Jefferson Davis
wrote, “I call the people of the Con -
federacy — a people who believe

that the Lord reigneth, and that his
overruling Providence ordereth
all things — to unite in prayer.”
When General Robert E. Lee was
told that Confederate Chaplains
were praying for him, he said, “I
can only say that | am nothing but
a poor sinner, trusting in Christ
alone for salvation and need all
of the prayers they can offer for
me.” General Lee also wrote, “My
whole trust is in God, and | am
ready for whatever He may or -
dain.” General Stonewall Jackson,
following a great victory wrote, “I
simply took advantage of circum -
stances as they were presented to
me in the Providence of God. | feel
that His hand led me: let us give
Him all the glory.” President Davis
visited the bed side of the mortally
wounded General J.E.B. Stuart and
asked how he felt. Stuart replied,

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While Tennessee was voting on secession, Fielding Hurst gave

a very impassioned pro-Union, anti-secession speech
In McNairy County, TN, which resulted in his being arrested for

In Nashville for about six weeks.

hen the first vote
on whether to se-
cede was taken on
February 9, 1861,
Tennessee rejected separating
from the Union, but after Ft.
Sumter and Lincoln’s call for
75,000 troops to invade the South,
Tennesseans were aroused and
changed their minds about the
issue. Lincoln’s quota of two regi-
ments from Tennessee was met
with Governor Isham Harris’s
ery response, “Tennessee will
not furnish a single man for the
purpose of coercion, but 50,000, if
necessary for the defense of our
rights and those of our Southern
Brothers.”*When the second vote
was taken, Tennessee as a whole
overwhelmingly voted to secede,
but the vote failed in four West
Tennessee counties. West Ten
nessee is regarded as territory
between the Tennessee River and
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the Mississippi River, and is
generally not thought of as being
pro-Union.

One of the outspoken oppo-
nents of secession was Fielding
Hurst of McNairy County in West
Tennessee. He was born in 1810
in Claiborne County in East Ten-
nessee, generally a Union strong
hold, where he married Melocky
Huddleston. Melocky’s uncle
left East Tennessee for McNairy
County, and in 1833, Fielding and
Melocky Hurst decided to move
there, too. They were all soon
followed by the large Hurst clan.
The Hurst family owned so much
land, about twenty-one square
miles, in McNairy County and
current Chester County, that their
holdings were called “The Hurst
Nation.” Fielding Hurst was a
farmer, lawyer, and a surveyor,
and he was a charter member of
the Masonic Lodge in Purdy, Ten-

nessee. He also owned as many as
twenty-three slaves.?

While Tennessee was voting
on secession, Fielding Hurst gave
a very impassioned pro-Union,
anti-secession speech in McNairy
County, which resulted in his
being arrested for violating the
Alien Enemies Act, put in chains,
and sent to prison in Nashville for
about six weeks. He later told a
Boston reporter that this episode
left him embittered and vindic -
tive towards secessionists?

In February 1862, the fall of
Ft. Henry on the Tennessee River
and Ft. Donelson on the Cumber-
land allowed the Federal army to
spread in West and Middle Ten-
nessee. Fielding Hurst gathered
some of his unionist neighbors,
and they went to the Federal army
to sign up as guides and scouts.
They were well-suited for these
activities because they were op

erating in their own familiar ter -
ritory, among people they knew.
Hurst’s men were used to harass
Confederate pickets, cut telegraph
lines, tear up railroad tracks, and
report on Confederate troop
movements. They were despised
by their Confederate neighbors,
who called them “Home-made
Yankees” and Tories, the dispar-
aging term used during the Revo -
lutionary War for men who fought
with the British. 4 Hurst’s men
were rapacious, undisciplined,
and prone to wander away from
the main Federal army, whose of-
cers often did not know Hurst’s
whereabouts.®

Hurst was not content to be
on the fringes of the main Federal
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army. He wanted a higher rank
and a larger command. In 1862, he
went to Nashville to meet directly
with Andrew Johnson, who had
become the military governor of
Tennessee, as well as holding the
rank of brigadier general, and he
persuaded Johnson that he could
recruit a regiment or more of West
Tennesseans loyal to the Union.
Governor Johnson commis-
sioned Fielding Hurst, colonel
of the 1st West Tennessee Cav
alry, which later became the 6th
Tennessee Cavalry. Governor
Johnson informed General Mc-
Clernand of the commission and
ordered McClernand to assist
Hurst in getting supplies. Johnson
said Hurst was to get horses from

the government, but if none were
available from the government,
Hurst was authorized to impress
them from civilians, giving a
voucher for the horses and for
other subsistence®

This directive was used broad-
ly by Hurst and the 1st West Ten-
nessee Cavalry. Whereas before,
he and his men as Federal scouts
and partisans had robbed, killed,
looted, vandalized, raped, and
burned-out Confederate-sympa-
thizing civilians in West Tennes -
see, they could now pursue their
depredations and maraudings
with loosely-interpreted of cial
approval. Governor Johnson’s
order helped reinforce and mesh
with Sherman’s policy, when he
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was military commander of Memphis, of quelling
Confederate guerrilla activity and civilian opposi -
tion by forcibly seizing the food, possessions, live-
stock, and other necessities of life, and destroying
the homes and property of Confederate supporters.
By these actions, Sherman’s intent was to terrorize
and demoralize the Southern people.” Also, after
Memphis fell on June 6, 1862, General Grant placed
West Tennessee under martial law, which Hurst
and his command helped to enforce. The Confeder
ates described them as being a band of “predatory
thieves, robbers, murderers, and rapists.” Civilians
were unable to go about their normal lives. Schools
were closed, courts were closed, and their farming
operations and routine were no longer possible. The
people had to contend not only with Hurst’s thugs,
but also, with roving bands of Confederate deserters
and other marauders. Hurst’s men took their cows,
horses, mules, sheep, hogs, and chickens, and what
they did not carry off, they killed. They plundered
corn cribs and smokehouses lled with hams and
bacon. One farmer said, “It looked like starvation.
We had nothing left to eat.” Hurst’s men went inside
the homes and stole whatever items they wanted,
including valuables, clothing, and shoes. In many
cases, on leaving, they burned the home, leaving
the elderly, women, and children without shelter. 8
These depredations took place at all hours, day and
night, so that the people were in a constant state of
fear and terror. They were defenseless.

Then, being unrestrained, Hurst’s troops en-
gaged in what our people called, “Outraging the
women.” Seven of Hurst’s men went to a home near
Paris, Henry County, Tennessee, where they raped
a young girl, cut off her breast, and left her to bleed
to death in her mother’s arms.®

The murder of Fielding Hurst's nephew, Wil -
liam Hurst, led to a violent reprisal. William was
taken from a eld near his home, tied to a tree, and
shot between his eyes. His invalid mother was
bed-ridden inside their home when the murderers
came to her, and in attempting to steal the sheets
and blankets covering her, caused her to fall out of
bed and break her hip. Not long afterwards, Hurst
captured Confederate Captain John Wharton and
his squad of men. Believing (mistakenly) Captain
Wharton and his men were William’s killers, Hurst
killed them, cut off their heads, and placed them on
mileposts between Purdy and Pocahontas, Tennes
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see. Later on, it was determined that William’s mur -
der was not committed by Captain Wharton, but by
three men who were arrested and convicted of the
crime. Other captured Confederate soldiers from
Colonel John Newsome’s command were nailed to
trees along the roads to warn and frighten Hurst’s
enemies, especially Forrest’s men?

Federal troops, including Hurst’s, occupied
Jackson, Madison County, Tennessee, as early as
June 1862, but in the summer of 1863, they were
ordered to evacuate the area. As they left, Hurst’s
men burned part of the town. A month later, the
Yankees returned and clashed with Colonel Jesse
Forrest’s cavalry. The Confederates, being outnum-
bered, had to retreat, and after they left, the Federal
troops, including Hurst’'s men, began looting and
burning the town. They found and consumed
thirty barrels of whiskey. Hurst's troops were in
the lead in breaking into the stores, plundering
and vandalizing them, and then, setting them on
re. They took large amounts of clothing and bolts
of cloth, piled them in the streets, and set them on
re. The soldiers took wagons and buggies from
Jackson townspeople to haul off their loot. Hurst’s
men vandalized and plundered the millinery shop
of Mrs. A.A. Newman, a British subject. The drunk
troops stole bonnets from her shop and adorned
the heads of their horses with the bonnets as they
rode out of town.* Mrs. Newman, however, was
not a woman to be tri ed with. She complained to
General Hurlburt in Memphis. An investigation
was made in the fall of 1863, and the verdict was
that Hurst and the men of the 1st West Tennessee
Cavalry were responsible for Mrs. Newman'’s losses,
and that Hurst was ordered to pay Mrs. Newman
$5,139.25 in damages. The money was to come out
of the regiment’s payroll. This episode came back
to bite Jackson. In February 1864, Hurst returned
to the city and told the citizens they must pay him
back the $5,139.25 in greenbacks or Kentucky cur
rency, or he would destroy what was left of the town.
The city’s prominent citizens asked for ve days to
raise the money. Hurst agreed, but after receiving
the money, he burned fourteen buildings anyway. 2

Hurst’s own hometown of Purdy was not spared
from his torch. According to Emma Inman Williams,
among other structures and houses, he set re to
the church there; then he sang and prayed while it
was burning. The McNairy County Court House
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would have been burned, but Hurst’s wife, Melocky, one of Forrest’s soldiers, stated the general feelings
asked that it be spared because she was friends about Hurst and his troops, “These outlaws to every
with one of the clerks there.

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James William Jackson 1824-1861

uch has been written

about every aspect of

the War Between the

States. Every Con
federate leader and every aspect
of the Confederacy seems to have
something written about it. Little
is known or written about the rst
martyr of the Confederate States of
America, James William Jackson.
Only one biography has been iden-
ti ed. This work was written by an
unknown acquaintance of Jackson.
It was published by West and John-
son of Richmond in the early spring
of 1862. This publication is the only
de nitive resource on the life and
death of Jackson.

Jackson was born in 1824 to
Richard and Jane Jackson. He was
raised in a Catholic home and was
the youngest of seven children. His
family home was located on the
Georgetown and Leesburg Pike
eight miles from Georgetown. At
the time of Jackson’s death his fam
ily resided in Richmond.

Jackson farmed and served as
the manager of the Union Hotel in
Fairfax in 1858 before becoming the
manager of Alexandria, Virginia's
Marshall House Hotel in February
1861. The hotel had been named
in honor of John Marshall. Prior
to moving to Alexandria he was a
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member of the 60th Virginia Mili -
tia. At the time, he was considered
one of the strongest men in Fairfax
County and probably one of the
best ghters.

The nomination of Abraham
Lincoln appeared to be the impetus
for Jackson to become a well known
SecessionisPrior to Virginia voting
for secession Jackson raised a large
24 x 14 foot ag of the new Con-
federacy atop the Marshall House.
The ag was made by Alexandria
sail maker John Padgett, his wife
Libby and her sister Sarah Graham.
It was rumored it could be clearly
seen from the White House by Mrs.
Lincoln. Remnants of the original
ag are now housed at the New
York Military Veteran Museum and
Research Center. AYou Tubevideo
is available describing the restora-
tion of the ag.

A jubilant celebration was held
at the Marshall House the evening
of May 23, 1861, by a large major
ity of the citizens of Alexandria to
celebrate Virginia's vote to secede
from the Union. Jackson was pres
ent and on a number of occasions
boasted that his Confederate Flag
would have to be taken down over
his dead body. He was known
by the townspeople as an ardent
secessionist and demonstrated a

religious zeal for the new Confed-
erate States of America.

On the morning of May 24
Colonel Elmer Ellsworth, a favor -
ite of President Abraham Lincoln,
landed a detachment of New York
Fire Zouaves at the foot of King
Street and marched his troops up
King Street to the corner of King
and Pitt Street where Ellsworth saw
the ag on its thirty-foot staff and
boasted he would take it down and
give it to Mrs. Lincoln. After burn -
ing the Alexandria telegraph of ce,
Ellsworth and his party entered
the Marshall House and went to
the roof and tore down the banner
of secession. On his way down the
steps with the banner in hand he
was confronted by James Jackson.
Jackson red an English made shot-
gun blast which killed Ellsworth.
Private Brownwell of Ellsworth’s
party shot Jackson in the nose and
face and bayoneted him to death on
the oor of his hotel. Stories were
circulated that Jackson’s body had
been pinned to the floor with a
bayonet and his keys and money
were taken.

Jackson’s lifeless body lay on
the oor for several hours. Jackson’s
wife and family heard irate threats
of Ellsworth’s men to cut the body
to pieces. Their howling and crying
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were well documented. A family
funeral was held and attended by
family members and some fam-
ily friends. Alexandrian Richard
Carnes dipped his handkerchief in
a pool of Jackson’s blood and was
alleged to have said “this would
serve as a relic of the rst blood-
shed in defense of the Confederate

Flag.” Jackson’s body was dressed

in the uniform of a Confederate
artillery of cer for his burial. His
body lies in the Jackson family plot
in Fairfax City, Virginia.

The Southern press character
ized the behavior of Ellsworth’s
Zouaves as barbaric and the work
of murderers. Brownwell peti -
tioned for and was later awarded
the Medal of Honor for murdering
Jackson.

Ellsworth was considered a
hero in the North but labeled a
murderer and invader by the peo -
ple and newspapers of the South.
The June 15, 186Harper’s Weeklpf
New York described the incident as

Memorial Day) plans were formal -
ized by the Alexandria Camp of the
Sons of Confederate Veterans to
place a plaque honoring Jackson’s
sacri ce on the site of the Marshall
House. Edgar G. War eld, one of
the surviving members of the Sev-
enteenth Virginia and John Trimy -
ear were tasked to create a suitable
inscription. The inscription read:

he 6th Tennessee was original
I ly organized as a 10 company
regiment with most of the
men coming from Madison County
(the rest coming from Fayette and
Crockett Counties), on May 23, 1861
at Jackson, Tennessee. They reported
with 851 men, most armed with
intlock muskets.

From Tennessee they were sent
near New Madrid, Missouri and
transferred to Confederate service
as part of Stephen’s Brigade of
Cheatham’s Division. During the

Battle of Belmont on November 7
they were present but not actively
engaged.

However, in April 1862 they did
indeed see some heavy ghting at
Shiloh, reporting casualties of 500
men. Following this, the regiment
received Company L of Ford's Bat-
talion when the bulk of these men
were captured at Island No. 10 in
April. This brought in some fresh
men to the regiment and added an
additional company.

Next, they were sent to Chat-
tanooga in preparation for the inva -
sion of Kentucky. At the Battle of
Perryville on October 8 they took
91 casualties. Following this they
retreated into Tennessee where they
fought at the Battle of Murfreesboro
on December 31, 1862. Shortly before
this battle the 6th was consolidated
with the 9th Tennessee Regiment and
together had about 412 men. During

the ght at Murfreesboro they lost
42 men.

After this they were sent to win -
ter quarters at Shelbyville until June
1863. With about 335 men the 6th/9th
entered the Battle of Chickamauga,

November 25 and from there they
were sent to winter quarters at
Dalton, Georgia. On December 14,
1863 the 6th/9th showed only 329
men present for duty.

Between April and September
1864 they were almost constantly
engaged in ghting from Dalton
to Atlanta, Georgia. Probably their
bloodiest ght during this time was
at Kennesaw Mountain on July 3.

As part of Cheatham'’s Division
they stormed the Federal works at
Franklin, Tennessee on November
30 and held on against desperate
counter attacks. It was reported
every general or eld of cer in the
division, except for one, was killed
or wounded in this battle.

At the battle of Nashville, De -
cember 15-16, they were among the
troops who formed the rear-guard
until the army recrossed the Tennes
see River.

From here they marched into
North Carolina to join General Joe
Johnston. In the final reorganiza-
tion of the army on April 9, 1865,
the 6th/9th were consolidated with
the 1st, 16th, 27th, 28th and 34th

September 19-20, losing about 150 Tennessee regiments plus the 24th

effectives including their major. Gen -
eral Maney commended the 6th/9th
for its valor during the engagement.
In October the regiment went on
an expedition but was eventually
sent to Lookout Mountain. Their next
battle came at Missionary Ridge on

Tennessee Battalion to form the 1st
Tennessee Consolidated Infantry
Regiment.

As such, they were paroled at
Greensboro, North Carolina on May
1, 1865 with effective strength of

Lucky is not a
word that can be easily associated with
Hood. A considerable time after the War,
there have been numerous negative as
sessments on Hood’s honor, command
abilities, and intelligence. Stephen Hood
(distant relative) gives us the other side
of the Hood controversy by providing
interesting research and analysis.

In the introduction, writer Hood
clearly states his beliefs concerning Gen
eral Hood. In great detail, he outlines
what he believes is a general unjustly
defamed. The writer counters “witty
libel” with contemporary statements
and documents. Very engaging, Stephen

The writer is concerned
that often books on related topics use
other previously published work to
support their conclusion, rather and to
utilize original sources. This has the
effect of an argument (right or wrong)
being perpetuated. Stephen Hood has
presented original sources to support
his objective.

“The
Historian reports to us, not events them-
selves, but the impressions they have
made on him.”

“Some write a narrative of
wars and feats, of heroes little known,
and call the rant a history.” — William
Cooper.

Guidelines for submitting
annual reports

Reports for the annual Book of Re-
ports to be distributed to the delegates
at the 2018 Franklin Reunion should be
submitted by all Division command -
ers, chairmen of national committees,
army commanders, the chief of heri-
tage operations, adjutant-in-chief, chief
of staff, chaplain-in-chief, historian-in-
chief, lieutenant commander-in-chief
and the commander-in-chief. The re-
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ports should be submitted as an MS
Word document, if at all possible, with -
out any letterhead, photos or imbedded

images. If the report cannot be submit-
ted in MS Word, it should be sent as a
text in an e-mail message. The length of
the report should be two typed pages

or fewer.

Reports are generally due by April
1, 2018. However, if there is a reason a
report should be submitted later than
April 1, 2018, such as the Division com-
mander wishes to include a report on
their Division Reunion for the report,
senders may delay the submission, but
should submit the report no later than
ve days after the close of convention
or other event or activity which will be
included in the report. In any event, no
report should be submitted later than
June 1, 2018.

Membership proration

Bottom line up front — proration
only applies to new members. Delin-
guent members are not eligible.

This is the way the prorated dues
system works:

The SCV operates on a scal year
(not calendar) beginning August 1st of
one year and going through July 31st of

the following year. The current scal
year, August 1, 2017 through July 31,
2018, is shown as status 2017 on your
roster, and it means the member’s dues
are paid through July 31, 2018. Addition -
ally, there is now a 1 month grace period
from August 1st through September 1st
when members are still current while
camps work to collect the annual dues
for the next scal year. Dues submis-
sions postmarked after September 1st
of each year are now subject to a $5 late
fee in addition to the normal $30 annual
dues. This extra $5 fee also applies to
all delinquentformer members wish -
ing to reinstate but cannot be prorated
anymore.

If someone joins as a new member
in February, March, or April 2018 (which
is technically the 3rd quarter of our s -
cal year) he can pay his $30 yearly dues
and the $5 processing fee, and he has
the option to pay an additional $15 for
a total of $50 to join for both the current
scal year as well as the next scal year
as status 2018, meaning his dues will be
advanced & paid through July 31, 2019.

The Confederacy and the
Republic of Texas

To the Editor:

One argument which has been
coming up frequently with the renewed
debate over Confederate monuments is
that the United States and the United
Kingdom were both slave holding na -
tions, yet we still y those ags promi -
nently, so how is the Confederacy any
different? Although I still believe that is
a completely valid argument, one could
counter with “The US and UK both
eventually renounced and outlawed
slavery. The Confederacy never did.”
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The Confederacy never did because
it ceased to exist in 1865. Another slave
holding nation which never renounced
it because it ceased to exist is the Repub
lic of Texas (1836-1845). However, the
Republic of Texas (ROT) is still widely
celebrated in Texas. Both sides of the
political spectrum in Texas frequently
make jokes and references such as “Wed
be better off as our own country.” “Make
Texas a country again” or “I don't live
in America, | live in Texas.”

There are also countless references
and monuments dedicated to the ROT.
The statue of Sam Houston in Hunts-
ville, the name of the city of Houston,
or the San Jacinto Monument in Harris
County just to name a few.

But the most obvious and most
relevant one is the state ag. The Texas
state ag isthe exact same ag as the one
used for the ROT. That same ag ew
over a slave holding nation that never
renounced slavery, just as the Confeder
ate ag did.

The Mississippi ag never ew over
a slave holding nation but contains an
element of one that did (the Southern
Cross), yet it is far more reviled than
the Texas ag which is the exact same
ag. Why do many condemn and want
to remove the Confederate flag, yet
not a word has been spoken about the
Texas ag?

Our monuments to the heroes of the
Texas Revolution are never in danger of
being taken down, yet the Government
obviously intended to keep slavery in
the new nation, as the Confederates did.
Mexico outlawed slavery in 1829, and
Section 9 of the General Provisions of
the Constitution of the Republic of Texas
(rati ed upon independence in 1836) ex-
plicitly made slavery legal. So, if the CSA
and ROT were both partially founded on
the intention of keeping slavery legal,
and both are nations which no longer
exist and, as an independent nation,

Confederaphobia:
An American Epidemic

more timely book would be hard

to nd. Mr. Graham has brought
us a work which not only catalogs many
recent Confederate heritage violations,
but attempts to analyze the phenomena
he calls Confederaphobia. He character
izes Confederaphobia as “an irrational
and pathological hatred and fear of
all things Confederate. ..."” Further,
he states Confederaphobia attempts to
dehumanize self-identi ed Southerners
and deny them their dignity and even
their right to exist in the public sphere.

The author defines some words
frequently encountered in the book.
Ideologyan all-embracing political doc -
trine and Yankee an arrogant, greedy
hypocrite with a penchant for ordering
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other people around (thanks to Clyde
Wilson for this insight) “Ideology and
culture cannot peacefully coexist.”

Mr. Graham states “Cultures are de-
veloped and grow organically.” Think of
the South
in all its
diversity.
“Ideolo -
gies are
arti cial -
ly created
and en-
forced.”
T h at
kind of
reminds
one of the
Yankee
invasion.

The
ideologi -
cal underpinnings of the Confed -
eraphobe are not up for debate and
are never questioned. The South is not
allowed its cultural reminders. They are
ridiculed, or banned. The author brings
up a very interesting point: “Reminders
assume there is something in the per
son’s experience to recall-a memory-but
no living person has a memory of the
Confederate era.” Therefore no person
can be upset or offended because a
Confederate symbol ‘reminds’ them of
slavery.

Mr. Graham also exposes the myth
the Confederate ag is a symbol of hate
and explores the fact that the Confedera
dos of Brazil do not suffer the political
bullying that Confederates encounter
in the United States. One slight detrac-
tion from the otherwise intriguing book
is the inclusion of a couple of college
campus incidents of hysteria regard-
ing KKK sightings. While hysteria, and
outright stupidity were involved, there
was no connection to Confederate heri
tage. Hopefully a future edition would
incorporate a strong warning there is no
historical connection between the KKK
and the Confederacy.

This mass hysteria has reached
epidemic proportions. Mr. Graham
explores it in personal, social, cultural
and institutional manifestations. Social
media has exacerbated the problem,
though modern technology gives us

many options when ghting Confed -
eraphobia. Education is a key to ght -
ing back. The last sections of the book
list many resources, including books,
lectures and websites.

Mr. Graham says it is time for vic -
tims of Confederaphobia to come out of
the shadows and embrace your Southern
identity. “Be brave; be strong; and be
true, dear Southerner....

Horses in Gray — Famous
Confederate Warhorses

his book should be on the required

reading list for all Southerners, or
anyone interested in the South.

All the classic horses and riders are
presented; Lee and Traveller, Stonewall
and Little Sorrell, etc. Many new and
interesting characters dot the pages of
this book.

Chapter 1 details the typical story
of Confederate horses, and more humble
mules, who served their handlers well,
but left no name written in history.
Horses suffered the same dangers and
trials experienced by our Confederate
soldiers. Both died of wounds received
during the battles, but also died from
lack of adequate housing and food. The
author relates one episode during the
cold Romney Campaign of 1862 where
“from one horse’s knees there were
icicles of blood which reached nearly to
the ground.” With horrible conditions,
the average life of a war horse was only
six months.

Of course, a chapter is devoted to
Lee’s Traveller, sired by the great race
horse Grey Eagle. The nature of Travet
ler is shown not only by his courage in
battle, but also by a little-known event in

which a stray hen adopted General Lee’s
tent during the Battle of Fredericksburg,

laid eggs each day for the General and
found comfortable roost on Traveller's

back. Trusted Traveller survived the

War and could be found on the campus
of Washington and Lee College. When
Lee died, the saddle and bridle of his
favorite
horse was
draped
with black

crepe,
and the
General’s
boots were
placed
backwards
in the
stirrups.
Lee also
owned
other
horses;
Richmond, Brown Roan, Lucy Long,
and Ajax. Author Hawkins states, “Lee’s

undying love of horses was just as
profound as his love for Virginia, and

he proved it in every aspect of his life.”

Hero “Stonewall” Jackson owned
a horse called “Little Sorrel,” but this
work also provides the story of an ear-
lier, unruly Jackson horse called “Big
Sorrel.” The unusual character of “Little
Sorrel” is covered well by the author and
demonstrated by the following: “Little
Sorrel amused his master by lying on
the ground like a dog when he slept. He
would also roll over and lie on his back
with his feet up in the air.”

Less is known about the favorite
steed of Nathan Bedford Forrest, Rod
erick. In a chapter entitled “The Thirty
Horses of Forrest,” Roderick’s history is
given along with many other horses who
came in contact with the famous cavalry
of cer. The reader should be prepared
to hear of tragic, and moving stories
involving these war horses. Forrest’s
Highlander during a chase “... was shot
in the neck. The animal’s carotid artery
had been severed, and blood spurted
from it like a fountain, spraying Forrest
with a crimson mist. Forrest stuck his
index nder into the wound, plugged
the hole, and spurred Highlander into

a gallop. Finally halting beneath a large
tree on a high knoll overlooking the
Tennessee River, he removed his nger
from the wound and dismounted. The
faithful steed slumped and without
ceremony, dropped dead.”

Other chapters cover war horses
of J.E.B. Stuart, John Mosby, Turner
Ashby, Lt. Colonel Blackford, John Hunt
Morgan, Confederate spy Belle Boyd,
and many others. Also covered is the
unusual story of Confederate camels.

These stories are interesting and
well written. Details are thorough and
bring out facts con rming a long held
belief that the South was horse country.
Many Southerners grew up with horses,
and the affection felt between the soldier
and his horse was strong.

To close this review, a great example
is included, written by Hawkins, of the
closeness between man and horse. This
is about Forrest and his mount Roderick.

During a frontal attack, “The devot -
ed steed was hit three times by enemy
re, but despite his suffering he val -
iantly struggled forward. Realizing the
severity of Roderick’s wounds, Forrest
rode to the rear. He handed Roderick
over to Willie before returning to the
front on a fresh mount.

Roderick was attracted to the
sounds of the battle. He broke away
and galloped across the battle eld in
search of Forrest. The brave warhorse
leapt three fences on his way. Just before
reaching Forrest, he received his fourth
and fatal wound. He died at Forrest’s
side.”

If you only read one book this year,
Horses in Grayshould be at the top of
your list. This reviewer will certainly
look at the statues of our mounted Con-
federate heroes with new understanding
and respect. J. D. R. Hawkins has done
honor to these animals.

Cheairs reminded
Colonel Hurst that they had met
previously at the Masonic Grand
Lodge in Nashville, after Hurst
had charged a member of the Pur
dy Lodge with a gross unmasonic
offense. Major Cheairs was on the
committee to hear the case. Hurst
was then convinced Cheairs was
a fellow Mason, and he revoked
Cheairs’ death sentence, but not
his men’s sentence. Major Cheairs
told Colonel Hurst they were
all innocent of being spies and
bushwhackers, and that if his men
were not spared, he would not ac-
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cept clemency for himself. Hurst,
touched by Cheairs’ loyalty, gave
him the Masonic sign, and then
revoked all the death sentences,
while adding, he could not pa -
role them as well. Hurst carried
them to a camp close to Memphis,
where the prisoners were taken
to the Irving Block before being
sent in April 1864 to Camp Chase,
Ohio, where they were held until
February 1865, when they were
released®

The Federal command knew
Forrest had returned to West Ten-
nessee in March 1864. On March
25, Hurst and his 6th Tennessee
Cavalry were ordered to move
towards Jackson via Somerville
and Bolivar for the objective of
harassing the enemy. He was or
dered not to take supply wagons,
but only a supply of ammunition
and what rations a man could car-
ry himself. He was commanded
to take any provisions he might
need from civilians, particularly
Southern sympathizers. Several
days later, Colonel James J. Neely,
who commanded a brigade of
Forrest’s cavalry, rode into Bolivar,
in Hardeman County, his home -
town. Colonel Neely, hearing that
Hurst was riding towards Bolivar,
positioned his men in an old dirt
fort abandoned by the Yankees,
on the outskirts of Bolivar. When
Hurst and his command ap -
proached the dirt fort, the Con -
federates “plunged down through
the woods toward them ring and
yelling; they broke and ed. ...
We pressed after them on horse
back, and the affair now became

more like hunters on a chase than
a battle. ... We followed them pell
mell, helter skelter, style until we
reached Whiteville. ... We did
not pursue them further. We had
an exciting chase for about 14
or 15 miles and were willing to
stop. We now returned toward
Bolivar, more like hunters return -
ing from a chase, than soldiers
from battle.” ! The Confederates
captured Hurst’s 50,000 rounds
of ammunition, his regimental
records and muster rolls show-
ing he had 650 men with him, his
guidon, two ambulances, and ve
wagons. General James R. Chalm
ers reported, “Colonel Neely of
the 13th Tennessee met the traitor
Hurst at Bolivar, and after a short
con ict, drove Hurst hatless into
Memphis, leaving in our hands alll
his wagons, ambulances, papers,
and his mistresses, both black and
white.” 22

After this debacle at Bolivar,
Hurst was placed under a general
court-martial in Memphis, but
no charges were led. He had a
number of men removed from his
command, some of whom were at
Ft. Pillow when Forrest made his
raid in April. In July, Hurst was
investigated about the money he
extorted from the people of Jack
son. Hurst admitted the money
was used for his own benet. It
was revealed he also took at least
$100,000 from civilians in West
Tennessee:

Fielding Hurst and the re -
mainder of his 6th Tennessee
Cavalry were sent to Nashville
to the Army of the Cumberland.
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They were at the Battle of Nash-
ville, but reported no casualties.
Hurst, in bad health, resigned his
commission from the army, which
was effected January 8, 18653!

Hurst returned to his home
in Purdy, McNairy County. His
womanizing produced an ille -
gitimate daughter, Flora, whom
he adopted and took home for
Melocky to help raise.®

Under the Tennessee Union
ists-controlled government, he
was a member of the Tennessee
Senate, known as the Brownlow
Assembly. Hurst resigned this
of ce and was appointed Circuit
Judge for the 12th Judicial Dis-
trict in 1865. Through President
Grant’s in uence, he was appoint -
ed Collector of Internal Revenue
for the Sixth District of Tennessee.
When his subordinates stole some
of the funds, Hurst was held re -
sponsible and was liable for the
security bonds.?

Hurst had to use up his wealth,
sell his house and most of his land
to pay off his debt. Fielding Hurst
died in the Mt. Gilead Commu -
nity in McNairy County on April
3, 1882. His grave was desecrated
by his enemies riding their horses
over it and spitting on it. 2’

After Fielding Hurst’s death,
his wife, Melocky, was left almost
penniless, and she had to take in
boarders. She applied for a gow+
ernment pension on his military
record and received $8.00 a month,
but she only had it for two years
before she died in January 18928

Fielding Hurst’s memory and
legacy are summed up by this
anonymous poet; #°

Dr. W. W. Bennett, a Con-
federate chaplain gave this report: “Modern history
presents no example of armies so nearly converted
into churches as the armies of Southern defense. On
the crest of this ood of war ... rides a pure Christian -
ity; the gospel of the grace of God shines through the
smoke of battle with the light that leads to heaven;
and the camp becomes a school of Christ.”

A scene often noted during the War on elds of
battle were great preaching services One Confeder
ate chaplain wrote, “The service at sundown was
especially impressive. It was held on the very ground
over which the grand charge of the Confederates was

A soldier on duty at Manassas Junction came to
faith and was baptized. He wrote, “May God’s Word
be blessed to the turning of their hearts to Jesus.
