True history shows South 
forced to �re �rst shot

Monument Removal — 
A Veteran’s Perspective

To the Editor:
”History is the propaganda of the 

victorious,” said Voltaire, and as such it 
has permeated our modern-day inter -
pretation of the so-called “Civil War” 
which Southerners and descendants 
of Confederate soldiers, like a recent 
Correspondent of the Day in the Rich-
mond Times-Dispatch, are crying mea 
culpa, rolling in the dust, and covering 
themselves in sackcloth and ashes. It 
is unbecoming of descendants of men 
who were �ghting not to defend slav -
ery, but �ghting to defend their coun -
try from invasion, conquest, and co-
erced political allegiance, just as their 
forefathers had done in 1776. Perhaps a 
true perspective of history will assuage 
their guilt.

The war was not the South’s war 
to defend slavery or States’ Rights, 
but Abraham Lincoln’s war to prevent 
Confederate independence, which 
would cause �nancial calamity in the 
North’s Mercantile Empire. Virginia, 
“The Mother of States and of States-
men,” proved it was Lincoln’s war by 
her decision in 1861. When the seces-
sion crisis arose at the election of Lin-
coln to the presidency, Virginia called a 
Peace Conference to try to hold togeth-

day and was celebrated on February 
22. So what happened? Stupid politi-
cians changed the holiday; on January 
1, 1971, the federal holiday was shifted 
to the third Monday in February by 
the Uniform Monday Holiday Act. The 
federal holiday honoring Washington 
was originally implemented by an Act 
of Congress in 1879 for government of-
�ces in Washington (20 Stat. 277) and 
expanded in 1885 to include all federal 
of�ces (23 Stat. 516). As the �rst federal 
holiday to honor an American presi -
dent, the holiday was celebrated on 
Washington’s birthday under the Gre -
gorian calendar, February 22. 

Why should the Sons of Confed-
erate Veterans celebrate Washington’s 
Birthday? Because George Washing-
ton’s legacy to the South cannot be 
overstated and should never be un-
derestimated. Here are just a few ex-
amples. Thomas R. R. Cobb, a Georgia 
delegate at the secession convention in 
February 1861, proposed the name of 
the new government to be The Repub-
lic of Washington. The permanent Con-
federate Government was established 
on 22 February 1862, George Wash-
ington’s birthday. President Jefferson 
Davis mentioned George Washing-
ton in his Second Inaugural Address 
(also on 22 February 1862) “Fellow-
Citizens: On this the birthday of the 
man most identi�ed with the estab -
lishment of American independence, 
and beneath the monument erected to 
commemorate his heroic virtues and 
those of his compatriots, we have as-
sembled to usher into existence the 
Permanent Government of the Confed-
erate States.”— The Great Seal of the 
Confederacy. This says it all. The seal 
prominently features George Washing -
ton on horseback, in the same position 
as the 1858 Virginia Washington Mon-
ument, located adjacent to the Confed-
erate Capitol in Richmond, Virginia. 
Washington is pictured in his uniform 
of the Revolution securing American 
independence. — The Virginia Wash-
ington Monument is an equestrian

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M y congratulations, encouragement, and 
support to our fellow Confederates in 
North Carolina who are working day 

and night to secure justice for Silent Sam. These 
type of attacks have become almost routine but 
this time around something is changing in our re -
sponse. The neo-Marxist mob who pulled down 
Silent Sam has re-invigorated many otherwise si-
lent Southerners.

Even a liberal/progressive news service, CNN, 
was shocked when it did a survey of Americans, 
not just Southerners, and found that 57 percent 
of those surveyed favor maintaining Confederate 
monuments. These surveys demonstrate the vast 
majority of Americans and especially Southern -
ers, agree with us and not the NAACP, ANTIFA, 
or other neo-Marxist groups. We have a vast and

M
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enormous pool of inactive or passive public sup -
port for maintaining Southern heritage. Our prob -
lem is not that we do not have public support but 
our problem is we have failed to tap into this vast 
reservoir of passive support. The Southern Victory 
Campaign is aimed at this vast reservoir of pas-
sive support and converting passive supporters 
into active supporters. The growth of SCV mem-
bership will parallel the growth of the pool of ac -
tive Southern heritage supporters. 

The big question is “How do we convert pas -
sive supporters into active supporters?” First 
the easy thing to do: We must learn to toot our 
own horn. There is an old saying that if you do 
not toot your own horn, said horn shall go un-
tooted. Thanks to past leaders the SCV has been 
very active in some great civic functions such as: 
(1) Numerous giant Confederate Flags posted on 
well-traveled highways, (2) New Confederate 
monuments placed and dedicated (more have 
gone up than have come down), (3) Strong sup-
port for Confederate Flag Day, (4) Confederation-
wide Law Enforcement Appreciation Day, (5) 
Brooks Post-Graduate Medical Research grants 
(how many lives are positively impacted due to 
medical research funded by the SCV?), (6) Stand 
Watie Scholarship awards, (7) SCV support for the 
Sam Davis Christian Youth Camps, and many oth-
er similar activities. But here is a major problem 
we have allowed to develop. Many SCV members 
and the overwhelming majority of the general 
public are unaware of the SCV’s numerous civic 
activities. In other words, our wonderful work for 
our community generally goes unheralded. We 
can do better and we must do better in letting our 
membership and the general public know what 
we are doing. 

In the September/October issue of the Confed-
erate Veteran, I asked our members to forward to 
me the names and contact info of friendly and/or 
fair media outlets. In Louisiana alone, there are at 
least ten conservative talk-radio stations and 20 
local weekly friendly/fair newspapers. The big 
mainline news media will rarely run our news 
releases and if they do they will use two lines of 
negative reporting for every line they give us. By 
going to these conservative stations and local pa-
pers, we can get our message to John Q. Public, i.e., 
our people. The next time a giant Flag goes up, we 

will let the world know about it or the next time 
a Brooks medical research grant is given to (let’s 
say) �ght childhood leukemia, the world will 
know what the SCV is doing! If Louisiana is typi -
cal, then there should be at least 450 fair/friendly 
media outlets in the 15 Southern States plus addi-
tional media from Divisions outside of Dixie. It’s 
the job of our members to get us this information 
(see ‘Forward the Colors’ Sept./Oct. 2018). 

Our efforts with Radio Free Dixie (radio ads) 
and targeted Internet ads will help us convert 
passive supporters into active supporters. Active 
supporters can and will use their voice and their 
votes to inform elected of�cials, who now quake 
before the neo-Marxist rabble, that it is time to 
stand �rm and “do your duty or else!” It’s time 
to make weak-kneed elected of�cials quake before 
an aroused Southern populace. We must always 
remember Confederate monuments which were 
removed or Confederate �ags which were exclud -
ed from civic events were removed or excluded by 
weak-kneed elected of�cials. Furthermore, Con -
federate monuments which have been vandalized 
and destroyed by neo-Marxist mobs were vandal -
ized while weak-kneed “quaking” elected of�cials 
stood idly by.

Christmastime In The South

I will start with the reason 
for the season, which began 
one night in the little town 

of Bethlehem of Jude’a (Ju-
dah) about two thousand years 
ago. A little Babe was born that 
night which the prophet Isaiah 
had foretold about seven hun-
dred and �fty years before (Isa -
iah 7:14): “Behold a virgin shall 
conceive and bear a son, and 
shall call his name Immanuel” 
(i. e. God with us). Joseph and 
Mary his espoused wife, who 
was great with child, had come 
to Bethlehem to be taxed in his 
native town. The time came for 
the Babe to be born “and she 
brought forth her �rstborn son, 
and wrapped him in swaddling 
clothes, and laid him in a man-
ger; because there was no room 
in the inn,” (Luke 2:7).

This great event of the Sav-
iour, who was Christ the Lord, 
was announced to the shep-
herds as they kept watch over 
their �ock by night (Luke 2:10 
& 11). After that night not very 
much information is given until 
He began His ministry when He 

was 30 years of age. Jesus ful-
�lled the will of His Father in the 
about 3 ½ years of ministering to 
Israel. And when His work was 
�nished the Father allowed sin -
ful men to take the Son of God, 
mock, torture Him, and �nally 
the ignominious death on the 
cross.

The vindication of Jesus of 
Nazareth came on Resurrection 
morning which was proof of His 
ful�lling the will of the Father. 
For in Acts 2:36 we are told that 
“God hath made that same Jesus, 
whom you have cruci�ed, both 
Lord and Christ.” Peter speak-
ing to the Sanhedrin said, “Nei -
ther is there salvation in any oth-
er: for there is none other name 
under heaven given among men, 
whereby we must be saved” 
(Acts 4:12).

The Son of God, Jesus of 
Nazareth, born in Bethlehem of 
Jude’a was truly a Southerner, 
for the territory of the tribe of 
Judah was the southernmost 
territory in Israel. And having 
suffered persecution for His 
message of truth the Lord Jesus, 

our great High Priest, certainly 
knows what we Southerners are 
going through today. And He 
will vindicate both the Cause of 
our Confederate forebears and 
our defense of their Cause! 

Fast forward from that �rst 
Christmas to Christmas during 
the four years they were �ghting 
against the despotic northern in-
vaders of their sovereign States. 
I would like to begin with the 
�rst two paragraphs of chapter 
one of past Chaplain-in-Chief 
Ron Rumburg’s book Christmas 
In The Confederacy.

“The four Christmases dur -
ing the life of the noble Confed-
eracy were much the same with 
reference to their importance 
to the Southern people as they 
were prior to the war. Actually, 
the citizens of the Confederacy 
began to look back to pre-war 
Christmases as better times 
economically, but they would 
never have wanted to trade the 
spiritual bene�ts of their intense 
prayer lives and worship during 
the Confederate Christmases. 

I
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They were driven to greater de-
pendence on the Lord and their 
spiritual growth was greatly en -
hanced. Although, they hoped 
for their living loved ones to re -
turn as soon as the invasion was 
over.

“The various Confederate 
States had a uni�ed understand -
ing of God sending His only 
begotten Son into this world 
for the purpose of redeeming 
a people for His glory. Christ’s 
incarnation was a primary doc -
trine of the faith once delivered 
to the saints. However, those 
same four celebrations were in 
decline as far as the material and 
human aspects were concerned. 
The most important elements 
were as unchanging as God, but 
the earthly trappings were to 
say the least, rapidly dissipating. 
Therefore, the value of worship -
ping the Redeemer God only 
gained importance during those 
years of self-defense, suffering, 
and death.” 

Let us check in on General 
Robert E. Lee during the Christ-
mas lull at Fredericksburg as he 
writes to his daughter Agnes on 
December 26, 1862, the follow-
ing: 

“My Precious Little Agnes: I 
have not heard of you for a long 
time. I wish you were here with 
me, for, always solitary, I am 
sometimes weary, and long for 
the reunion of my family once 
again. But I will not speak of 
myself, but of you. I have seen 
the ladies in the vicinity only 
when �ying from the enemy, 
and it caused me acute grief to 
witness their exposure and suf-

fering. But a more noble spirit 
was never displayed anywhere. 
The faces of old and young 
were wreathed with smiles, and 
glowed with happiness at their 
sacri�ces for the good of their 
country. Many have lost every -
thing what the �re and shells 
of the enemy spared, their pil -
lagers destroyed. But, God will 
shelter them I know. So much 
heroism will not be un-regarded. 
I can only hold oral communica -
tions with your sister Mary, (she 
was behind enemy lines in King 
George County), and have for-
bidden the scouts to bring any 
writing, and have taken back 
some that I had given them for 
her. If caught, it would compro -
mise them. They only carry mes-
sages. I learn in that way she is 
well. Your devoted father, R. E. 
Lee.“ 1

Mrs. Jacqueline Sprinkle who 
has provided music for many 
SCV National Chaplain’s Con-
ferences has written a memorial 
poem relative to the soldiers and 
chaplains.

Blood Stained Footprints

Blood stained footprints marked 
the snowy path they trod;

With ragged clothes and unshod 
feet, yet still they worshipped God.

Blood stained footprints marked 
the path the Saviour trod;

With pierced hands and riven 
side, yet still He worshipped God.

Said the chaplain to the soldiers, 
it’s too cold to preach and pray;

But the soldiers begged his hon-
or speak the word without delay.

obey for it is right.

Forgive me Lord, the chaplain 
cried, my heart and faith are weak.

The sel�sh thought that it’s too 
cold to preach and pray and seek.

Thus the Lord spoke to the chap-
lain from the footprints stained in 
red;

Be ready for the battle, for your 
soul my blood was shed.

Blood stained footprints marked 
the snowy path they trod;

With ragged clothes and unshod 
feet, yet still they worshipped God.

Blood stained footprints marked 
the path the Saviour trod;

With nail pierced hands and riv-
en side, yet still He worshipped God.

When we read what our 
Confederate forebears were ex-
periencing during those years at 
Christmas, as well as the awful 
time called reconstruction, we 
need to thank God our plight is 
nowhere near their’s. Yes, the 
enemy keeps coming at us as a 
�ood driven by their master, the 
devil. But as General “Stonewall”

W hat an exciting time 
to be associated with 
the SCV! We are grow-

ing every day as an organization 
and developing the capabilities 
our institution requires to enable 
our members and leadership to 
better manage their camps, bri-
gades, divisions, and armies. In 
December it will be four years 
since I took over the position as 
executive director from Compa -
triot Ben Sewell. Since that time 
we started the process of mod-
ernizing our business model to 
make our 122 year old organiza-
tion into a 21st Century business 
capable of not only addressing 
the issues of the day, but effec-
tively and ef�ciently winning the 
battles we face. 

I am proud of the positive ad -
aptations to our organization. I 
do not believe in change for the 
sake of change, but rather change 
for the sake of ef�ciency and ef -
fectiveness. Doing something 
a certain way because we’ve al-
ways done it this way is not a 
good enough reason to continue 
it. When conditions change, we 
have a responsibility to ques-
tion the assumptions made then 
to determine if we continue in 
the manner we have been do-
ing something or conclude if we 
need to adapt because it makes 
sense. The General Headquarters 
has been doing a lot of adapting 
over the past several years. We 
have placed in motion several 
programs and endeavors which 

seem to be “stove piped,” but 
will merge at a point in the fu -
ture. That future point is now on 
the horizon. Those programs are 
the new museum/library/GHQ 
of�ce space, new membership 
system, new online store struc-
ture, new/updated merchandise, 
our Confederate �ag program, 
employee restructuring, and me-
dia support software. We have 
other items in the works as well 
and those will be discussed at a 
later time, but the overall efforts 
have been to create a system of 
systems which serve to make us 
ef�cient, effective, and enable 
our leaders and members to bet-
ter manage and serve our ances-
tors. 

This year, most camps re-
newed the old fashioned way: 
by mailing renewals into GHQ 
prior to the 30-day grace period. 
We have a very ef�cient mem -
bership staff, but the renewal 
process will always be slow and 
inef�cient while we are manually 
updating information. With more 
than 850 camps and 31,000 active 
members, it takes a long time to 
process all this at once. It’s also 
unfortunate some mail gets lost 
in the USPS system and we don’t 
receive it. However, some camps 
made the leap to renew their na-
tional dues online through the 
member portal. For these camps, 
there was no postage and no 
waiting. Adjutants were able to 
pay for their members’ renewals 
through their camp’s checking 
accounts and immediately down -
load a current roster showing 

the up-
d a t e d 
i n f o r -
mation. 
I am a 
c a m p 
adjutant 
as well 
and I 
paid our camp renewals this way; 
it was a very quick and simple 
process. I hope more camps and 
of�cers take advantage of the 
new capabilities we’ve worked 
so hard to develop for you.

Switching gears — the mu-
seum is really starting to develop 
as a structure and the daily prog-
ress is amazing to watch. Excite-
ment isn’t even a strong enough 
word to translate the pride of 
watching the development of an 
old pasture into the site of the 
most important Confederate mu -
seum in the history of our cause. 
There are other great museums 
to our ancestors, but ours will be 
the most important to vindicat -
ing their cause. Our ancestors 
noted so well in their motto: Deo 
Vindice! You know that when the 
Palmetto Bugs masquerading 
as historians start crawling out 
of the woodwork to attack you, 
you’re doing something right. 
Well, we’re doing a whole bunch 
of right and we aren’t ashamed 
to say it. Your continued support 
is very much appreciated and we 
would ask that you please con-
sider placing the SCV and the 
museum in your will and donat -
ing as much as you can.

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A
nyone watching the 
landmark movie Get-
tysburg (1993) will not 
forget the young Eng-

lish army of�cer who appears 
in several of the scenes. He is 
depicted behind the Confeder-
ate lines talking, but more often 
listening, to several of the gener-
als, Pickett, Kemper, Armistead, 
and even Longstreet. He wears 
a scarlet military coat with gold 
buttons and sports a black cap 
with a small black visor. He 
takes his tea in a china cup, as 
is the English custom. But the 
character portrayed in the mov -
ie is a real person. He is twenty-
eight year old Colonel Arthur J. 
L. Fremantle of the Coldstream 
Guards, whose diary, Three 
Months in the Southern States, is 
a revealing story of his travels 
through the Southern Confed-
eracy. Beginning at Brownsville, 
Texas, with stops in every se-

ceded state but Arkansas and 
Florida, Fremantle arrives at 
the crossroads of Gettysburg to 
witness the pivotal battle of July 
1-3, 1863. The epic struggle at 
the Pennsylvania crossroads, in-
cluding his meeting General R. E. 
Lee, is clearly the focal point of 
the narrative. Yet from the Con-
federate high tide at Gettysburg, 
Fremantle’s diary ends abruptly 
and anticlimactically, when he 
spends his last night in America 
in New York City, watching the 
fury of the infamous Draft Riots 
(July 11-16, 1863), a disgusting 
spectacle of mob violence, loot-
ing, and Negro lynching.

Taking three months’ leave 
from the army, Arthur Freman -
tle sails from England on March 
3, 1863. His destination is Texas, 
and his stated purpose is to gain 
an interior view of the Confed -
eracy in its quest for indepen-
dence. Fremantle readily admits 

he is uninformed as to actual 
conditions in the Confederate 
States. The scant information he 
receives is from biased Yankee 
newspapers. He also confesses, 
as do many of his fellow Eng-
lishmen, that he is inclined to 
favor the Northern cause due to 
an aversion to slavery. But grad-
ually he comes to the conclusion 
the con�ict is not over eman -
cipation, though that event is a 
result of the war, but over differ -
ing economic systems, one com-
mercial and industrial, the other 
largely agricultural. America, he 
discovers, is two peoples. One 
restless and seeking dominion 
over all peoples and all things, 
the other contented with the 
blessings bestowed by the good 
earth. Though the two peoples 
are joined by a written constitu -
tion, a numerical majority of one 
section imposes protective tar-
iffs on the imports of the other. 

“Such a 
Gallant Race”

Colonel Arthur Fremantle’s 
Pilgrimage through the 

Southern States
By Tom M. Root
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Tariffs are a bounty to one, a bur-
den to the other. Tariffs have the 
effect of levying an unequal, and 
therefore unconstitutional, tax 
on the consumer. Three Months in 
the Southern States is Fremantle’s 
pilgrimage towards the truth, a 
personal revelation of the real 
purpose of the war that, up to 
then, is hidden from the English -
man’s view. 

Unwilling to run the Union 
blockade off the Texas coast, Fre-
mantle makes landfall in Mexico 
on April 1, 1863, on the south 
side of the Rio Grande River. 
He crosses over into Texas at 
Brownsville. Entering the Con -
federate States two years into 
the struggle, Colonel Fremantle 
wonders what are the temper 
and mettle of such a people who 

have resisted, so far, the Yankee 
leviathan. The �edgling nation, 
disadvantaged in both manpow -
er and material, holds the enemy 
at bay. A stunning Confeder -
ate victory at Chancellorsville 
is soon to occur, and a splendid 
army led by General Lee will 
be poised to take the �ght into 
Pennsylvania, to provision the 
army, and hopefully, to whip 
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the Federals into a negotiated 
peace which will recognize 
the independence of the South. 
Fremantle’s journal reads eas-
ily and is only 170 pages long. 
Attention to detail and choice 
descriptions contribute to 
the book’s authentic tone. As 
Fremantle journeys through 
the beleaguered Southland 
his pointed observations and 
ready conversations with the 
inhabitants are dramatic and 
revealing. He moves slowly 
but surely from being a spec-
tator to being a participant of the Southern cause, 
if only in spirit. Whether by railroad, stagecoach, 
or horseback, or even shank’s mare, his travels 
through the Confederacy deliver him from all 
doubt, leading him to an unshakable belief in the 
destiny of the Southern people to become free and 
independent. 

Fremantle begins his jaunt through deep Texas 
with a genuine air of detachment. He seeks only 
an impartial view, and he is in fact somewhat ap -
palled by the customs and habits of the frontier. 
Namely, he comments upon “the shooting down 
and stringing up systems much in vogue.” These 
practices are but the consequence of a huge ter-
ritory with few people. Nonetheless, Fremantle 
ends by praising the “bonhomie” of the Texan, 
despite the frequent resort to vigilantism, and the 
habitual spitting. There are some wonderful de -
scriptions along the trek to San Antonio and Hous -
ton: women habitually dipping snuff, rubbing it 
against their teeth with a stick; his waking up in 
the dry mesquite to a hog breathing hot in his face; 
shooting giant jackrabbits from a stagecoach with 
cap-and-ball pistols; and meeting ex-governor 
Sam Houston, vainglorious, chewing plug and 
blowing his nose with his �ngers, but otherwise 
a �ne �gure of Texas manhood. Texans are a like-
able sort and exhibit a native fairness in their deal-
ings. They toast Queen Victoria, they hate Lincoln 
and Seward and would love to see both of them 
pulling in the traces, and they possess an undy-
ing courtesy, in a wild land where every woman is 
a lady. Despite the dust and mud, the ubiquitous, 
�ying tobacco juice, and the scarcity of the law -

man, no man is bothered who 
minds his own business. 

Though Texas is largely 
unspoiled and free from Yan -
kee depredation, it is not so 
for Louisiana and Mississippi, 
the next stops on Fremantle’s 
journey. Meeting with General 
Kirby-Smith at Shreveport, he 
opines that the commander is 
overly fortunate in the attain -
ment of his rank. Later Fre-
mantle goes craw�shing with 
the general and his attractive 
lady on the banks of the Red 

River. Wearing a gray hunting-jacket Colonel Fre-
mantle is often mistaken for a Confederate of�cer, 
and after proper identi�cation, he is frequently 
chided, but in a friendly way, with the observation 
that if only England would recognize the South -
ern Confederacy the war would be over. Moving 
on to Jackson, Mississippi, Fremantle meets Joe 
Johnston, who emphatically states he has been 
wounded ten times over his career. In Mississippi 
Colonel Fremantle records many examples of Yan-
kee pillaging and senseless destruction. These rav-
ages lay considerable hardship upon the Southern 
people who respond with a determination to see 
this terrible war to its absolute end. Remarkably, 
Fremantle hears over and over the refrain that the 
Southern people would much prefer being subject 
to the Queen of England than prostrated beneath 
the heel of the hated Yankee invader. For the Sou-
thron there can be no worse fate than being “un-
der the thumb of Massachusetts.” By May 25, 1863, 
Arthur Fremantle is in heavily-forti�ed Mobile, 
which he calls disappointing in aspect, the town 
being set upon “a sandy �at.” At this stage of his 
whirlwind journey Fremantle pauses to comment 
upon the almost universal habit of carrying �re -
arms, a practice the Englishmen feels does more 
to prevent personal altercations than create them. 
From Mobile it is by railroad to Montgomery, and 
then on to Chattanooga, putting him close to the 
Army of Tennessee in Shelbyville.

It is at this point in his diary that Fremantle 
introduces the great force-multiplier of the Con -
federacy, the unconquerable Southern lady. He 
gives a vivid picture of the female strongly ani -

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mated against the invader. While visiting with 
General Hardee, Fremantle writes,”… these la-
dies are more violent against the Yankees than it 
is possible for a European to conceive; they beat 
their male relations hollow in their denunciations 
and hopes of vengeance.” Consider the fact the 
Tennessee Valley, including North Alabama and 
Middle Tennessee, has been despoiled by Yankee 
marauders going on two years. These banditti in 
uniform, however, have not broken the spirit of 
the womenfolk, who never cease to excoriate their 
oppressors, yet never lose their feminine charm in 
doing so. According to Fremantle the fortitude of 
the Southern woman on the home front has ev-
erything to do with keeping their husbands, sons 
and brothers in the �eld. The Southern lady is no 
wall�ower, and her vocal pluck recalls the Spar -
tan mother who admonishes her soldier to return 
home, either with his shield, or upon it. 

With letters of introduction Fremantle enjoys 
amazing access to the Confederate high com-
mand. In Tennessee he meets Braxton Bragg, and 
the portrait is not favorable; General Hardee, au-
thor of the popular Ri�e and Light Infantry Tactics, 
who is forever kissing the ladies; rugged-looking 
General Cheatham, who can swear for an entire 
army; Patrick Cleburne, son of an Irish doctor, 
who predicts if the Yankees win they will write 
the history books, and besmirch the justness of the 
Southern cause. Colonel Fremantle also hears of 
the demise of General Earl Van Dorn, who, due to 
a peccadillo with a married lady, is shot down in 
the street by her irate husband, a custom which is 
universally approved by the Southern gentleman. 
But Colonel Fremantle is most impressed by his 
interviews with Bishop-General Leonidas Polk, 
with his earnestness, his piety, and his conviction 
of the righteousness of the Southern cause in re-
sisting Northern aggression. Polk tells the story 
of the poor lady who has lost three out of four 
sons in battle, and who is ready to offer her last 
to the cause. If the general will give her but a few 
minutes, she will get Harry’s things in a bundle, 
and the general can take him also. The old lady’s 
words bring tears to Polk’s eyes, who exclaims, 
“How can you subdue such a nation as this?” It is 
a just war in defense of hearth and home, besides 
the legal argument of the right of secession. But 

the Southern people would �nally triumph is a 
consecrated truth only. That the good will prosper 
comports with a just world. But the world is not 
just, and Bishop Polk is expounding upon what is 
righteous in a better world than this one.

From Tennessee it is on to Atlanta, which Fre-
mantle departs from without comment. He ar -
rives in Augusta, Georgia, on June 7, 1863, the 
center of Confederate powder manufactory, of not 
less than 7,000 pounds produced every day. Fre-
mantle comments favorably on the tranquil land -
scape of Georgia, as yet unpolluted by Sherman 
and his army of bummers. Arriving in Charleston 
Colonel Fremantle seeks an interview with Gen-
eral Beauregard, a Creole gentleman of digni�ed 
military bearing and English manners. He notes 
the Southern gentleman acts and speaks like the 
upper-class Englishman, whom he has more in 
common with than the despised Yankee. Reuni� -
cation is impossible according to Beauregard, who 
exclaims he would rather be a subject to the Em-
peror of China than ruled by the diabolical Yankee. 
During his stay in Charleston the curious English -
man witnesses a slave auction, not a pleasant site 
to him, nor to many Southerners either. That the 
institution is a moral dilemma is not to be denied, 
but Fremantle re�ects that if left to peaceful rem -
edies the institution would be “much modi�ed, 
and amended,” though the prospect of complete 
emancipation would be left to future lights to de -
cide the time and place. Fremantle questions the 
wisdom of sudden emancipation by example of 
the British West Indies, and in particular cites the 
case of the sugar plantations of Jamaica that are 

“now nearly valueless,” due to the lack of reliable 
labor. There the freedman will not work. The �elds 
are choked with weeds, and freedom is construed 
to mean perpetual jubilee. That is, until they meet 
the pinched belly.

The pace quickening, it is on to Richmond, 
where Colonel Fremantle arrives on June 17, 1863, 
after forty-one hours of rail travel via Wilmington 
and Petersburg. Richmond he describes as hav-
ing an English look with a beautiful view of the 
historic James River. By 1863 the capital is burst-
ing with refugees, but Fremantle remarks upon 
the surplus of ice, the �rst time he encounters this

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Contextualizing 
the Yankee 
Narrative 

I
n addition to the neo-Marxist’s efforts to de -
stroy Confederate monuments there is also 
a movement to “contextualize” Confederate 
monuments, plaques and other public sym -

bols, signs, and artifacts of the Confederacy.1 Ac-
cording to online dictionaries the word “contextu -
alize” means to consider something not alone but 
as it relates to other events and situations.2 The 
neo-Marxist idea of contextualization is to place 
left of center plaques, signs, or tablets next to any-
thing Confederate — assuming there is anything 
left! Most likely it would include all museum ar -
tifacts, etc. These “contextualizing” signs would 
describe the Confederacy as an effort of Southern-
ers to preserve African American slavery, destroy 
the Union, etc. As used by the neo-Marxist, con-
textualization of all things Confederate is merely 
a propaganda technique paid for by taxpayers. 
It is a left-wing effort to shape public opinion to 
favor a left-wing social agenda. Southern elect-
ed of�cials force taxpayers to pay for these neo-
Marxists efforts — the same way they force us to 
pay for the neo-Marxist, anti-South brainwashing 
of our children in educational institutions we pay 
for via taxation. The reason Southern elected of-
�cials willingly cooperate with neo-Marxists is

that politicians respond to pressure. Radical mobs 
of neo-Marxist supported by the media and our 
own publicly �nanced educational institutions 
are capable of exerting tremendous pressure on 
weak public of�cials. Remember, winning re-elec -
tion is the most important thing to the vast ma -
jority of elected of�cials! They and their business  
donor-class campaign contributors have real 
world business reasons for wanting to win re-
election. Members of the donor-class do not make 
extensive �nancial campaign contributions in or -
der to get “good government.” They have other 
special interests not even remotely associated with 
good government or preserving Southern heri -
tage. This raises two questions: How can we who 
understand the truth about our Southern heritage 
bring pressure on “our” elected of�cials? How can 
we persuade “our” elected of�cials to “contextual -
ize” the erroneous Yankee narrative?

Persuading “Our” Elected Of�cials

Politicians respond to pressure in the form of 
campaign donations (money) and group votes. 
I’m not aware of any billionaires who publicly or 
privately support Southern heritage — so that, to 
a large extent, leaves out money as a way to bring 
major pressure on elected politicians.3 But we do 
have one major thing going for us — if we are

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smart enough to take advantage of it. The major-
ity of Southerners support keeping our Confeder -
ate monuments and they have a positive attitude 
about the South. Having a majority of the public 
supporting you in a democratic political system 
is a major advantage! In a recent unscienti�c pub -
lic opinion poll conducted by a television station 
in Nashville, Tennessee, 84 percent of the slightly 
over 10,000 respondents voted in favor of leaving 
Confederate monuments alone! 4 These results 
are similar to a 2016 scienti�c poll conducted in 
Louisiana in which 88 percent of white Louisiana 
citizens and 47 percent of black Louisiana citi-
zens expressed a desire to keep our Confederate 
monuments.5 A CNN national poll taken in 2015 
resulted — much to CNN’s dismay — in docu -
menting that 57 percent of Americans (not just 
Southerners) do not see the Confederate �ag as 
a symbol of racism but as a symbol of Southern 
pride. 6 A 2017 NPR/PBS News Hours/Marist poll 
found 62 percent of Americans (not just Southern-
ers) felt Confederate monuments should remain.7 
We have an enormous pool of inactive or passive 
public support for maintaining our Southern heri -
tage. Lack of public support for our Cause is NOT 
our problem — our problem is that we have failed 
to tap into this vast reservoir of passive support 
and convert it into active support. Efforts such as 
Radio Free Dixie will help us convert passive sup-
porters into active supporters and this will trans -
late into potential votes for those elected of�cials 
who support Southern heritage and against those 
who remain “neutral” or actually support the neo-
Marxist agenda. 

The SCV must carefully avoid becoming in -
volved in direct political activities — such as en -
dorsing candidates — but we have a duty to pro -
mote social issues and ideas which help us ful�ll 
our organizational purpose — the vindication

of the Cause for which our Confederate ances-
tors fought. Dixie Rising-Rules for Rebels provides 
examples of both non-political efforts that 501c3 
nonpro�t organizations can conduct as well as di -
rect political activities for those of us who, as pri -
vate citizens not directly associated with the SCV, 
can engage in — activities such as recalling elected 
politicians who refuse to support Southern heri -
tage and working to defeat those who betray our 
trust.

Radio Free Dixie

How do we “turn the tables” on those who 
want to use the Yankee narrative to “contextual -
ize” our Confederate heritage? (The Yankee nar-
rative being the North fought to free the slaves 
while evil racist Southerners fought to keep their 
slaves. Variations on the Yankee narrative include 
claims the South tried to destroy the United States 
and the South started the war by �ring the �rst 
shot at Ft. Sumter.) The �rst step in turning the 
tables on our enemies is to establish in the SCV’s 
Heritage Operations the tools needed to “turn the 
table” on our enemies. The Confederate Legion is 
one of the necessary tools. Its �rst task will be to 
�nance Radio Free Dixie.8 Once the SCV has the 
tools necessary to present our message to “our” 
people — the vast majority of Southerners who 
support their Southern heritage — we can begin 
the effort to pressure “our” elected of�cials to con -
textualize the Yankee narrative.

Contextualizing the Yankee Narrative

Out of a sense of fair play and the Constitution -
al right of equal justice under the law, we should 
begin demanding all national “Civil War” parks 
and battle�elds give equal treatment to the South -
ern reason for the war — currently Federal “Civil 
War” parks and battle�elds stress slavery as the 
principle cause of the war. Radio Free Dixie could 
inform the Southern public about the unfair treat -

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ment Southern taxpayers are getting at Federal 
Civil War parks. We could include post cards in an 
issue of the Confederate Veteran our members could 
send to both their US Senators and their US Rep-
resentative. Local SCV camps would make sure 
all local elected of�cials knew about this South-
wide effort. Heritage Operations would send out 
news releases to national media, blogs, and po-
litical talking heads. The primary task is for all to 
stress the fact that if “the War is over” and we all 
now live in a nation “with liberty and justice for 
all,” then fair play and justice demands that the 
Southern justi�cation for secession should at least 
be presented to the public. If the federal govern-
ment refuses to give “fair play for Dixie,” then the 
federal government would be demonstrating that 
Southerners do not live in a nation “with liberty 
and justice for all.”

During the last 153 years Southerners have 
paid a high price in federal taxes and blood in all 
the wars fought since 1865. Southern payment in 
blood and treasure has earned the descendants of 
the men who wore the gray in the War for South -
ern Independence the right to equal treatment 
and fair play from the federal government. Since 
1865 Southerners, even though a conquered and 
occupied people, have remained loyal to the in-
divisible nation imposed upon them by Lincoln 
and Radical Republicans — done via coercion in 
brazen violation of the Southern people’s free and 
unfettered consent. If the federal government re-
fuses to allow Southerners the opportunity to tell 
our ancestors side of the story, then it becomes 
obvious that Southerners are not equal citizens — 
but are subjects of a supreme and unconstitutional 
federal government.

Winning Regardless of the Outcome

A key technique for being an effective irregu -
lar political warrior (as described in Dixie Rising-
Rules for Rebels) 9 is to select and conduct battles in 
which you will win regardless of the political out-
come. For example, most likely the federal gov-
ernment will ignore our demand for fair treatment 
of the South at their “Civil War” parks and battle -

�elds. But in the process of publicly making our 
demands we will have converted many passive 
supporters into active supporters; we will have 
put national and local Southern elected of�cials on 
notice that we are organized and willing to do bat -
tle if necessary; the SCV will gain new members; 
and, people who joined the SCV to �ght for their 
Southern heritage will see the SCV at the National, 
Division, and camp level is actively involved the 
�ght. New members will be more likely to renew 
membership, attend camp meetings and become 
involved in other camp activities. 

The effort to gain national fair play for Dixie 
at national Civil War parks sets the stage for the 
next phase of our attack. Heritage Operations will 
provide a copy of a threefold �yer entitled The War 
for Southern Independence — Why the South Fought. 
Each Division will then work with friendly state 
legislators to introduce and pass a bill requiring 
all state tourist facilities to prominently display 
and provide these pamphlets to the public. This 
will require a fair amount of educational effort 
directed at elected representatives in each state. 
This educational effort will occur both at the lo -
cal level, educating voters in each potentially 
friendly representative’s district, as well as in the 
state capitol during the legislative secession. As 
described in Dixie Rising-Rules for Rebels success-
ful efforts to inform/educate elected of�cials must 
begin long before the legislature convenes. At the 
National SCV level Radio Free Dixie is part of the 
effort but each SCV camp must also be involved. 
For instance, local state representatives should re-
ceive direct communication from members and all 
of the representative’s donors who contributed to 
the representative’s election should also be con-
tacted. Local church and civic groups should be 
made aware of the effort and given appropriate 
information and our web links to explain the ef -
forts to gain fair play for the South. Camps should 
also purchase one-minute ads on local talk and 
country radio stations — spot ads will be avail -
able from National Heritage Operations. If done 
in a coordinated manner within the Division, key 
demographic areas represented by potentially 
friendly representatives could be covered. This 
would impress local representatives and make 
them more willing to support our bill. These local 
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ads will also encourage voters in the representa-
tive’s district to encourage their representative to 
support our bill. If the bill does not pass through 
the legislature — its failure will identify political 
targets that need additional pressure before the 
next legislative secession.

Shadow Governments — Non SCV Af�liated 
Lobbying Efforts

While a nonpro�t 501(c)3 organization can pro -
mote some legislative initiatives closely associated 
with the organization’s mission, it is the IRS which 
will make the determination as to whether or not 
the organization has crossed the line into being a 
lobbying organization — remember Lois Lerner? 10 
This is the reason it has been suggested we estab-
lish, outside of the SCV, a pro-South lobbying ef-
fort referred to as a Shadow Government.11

What is a Shadow Government?

A shadow government is established by politi -
cal activists who are attempting to in�uence the 
existing government. In a government composed 
of elected politicians a shadow government may

at times give the appearance of being a lobbying 
group. But its primary purpose is to politically 
arouse the general public, to create a mass of vot-
ers who will call their elected representatives de-
manding certain actions and help to recall or re-
place those elected politicians who do not support 
the political and social aims of the activist group 
— i.e. the Shadow government. The Shadow gov-
ernment may not have the resources (yet) to gain 
control of the current political establishment and 
thereby replace it with one based upon the aims 
of the activist group. Shadow governments use 
social and political in�uence to pressure elected 
politicians to conform to the aims or goals of the 
activist group.

Why do we need Shadow governments?

Currently the political system is controlled by 
the supreme federal government, its ruling elite 
of both political parties, the media who serves as 
the establishment’s propaganda agents and na-
tional/local Donor Class — such as the national 
and local Chamber of Commerce who support 
cheap labor and open borders. As explained in Di-
xie Rising-Rules for Rebels Southern conservatives 
have become experts in “How Not To Win” even 
when we occasionally win an election — such as 
the Trump or Reagan elections. Like the South at 
First Manassas we win great tactical victories, we 
celebrate wildly, but we fail to turn tactical victo -

Richard was born in Eaton, 
Georgia, in 1843. He was 
appointed to the US Naval 

Academy in 1857. He resigned 
from the US Navy in January 
1861 and briefly served as a 
midshipman in the Georgia 
Navy. He enlisted in the Con -
federate States Navy and was 
a midshipman in April 1861. 
He served brie�y aboard the 
Bonita, Savannah, Georgia and 
Huntress before being assigned 
to the CSS Sumter. 

Under the command of 
Semmes they broke through the 
Federal blockade below New 
Orleans in June 1861. Early in July 
they captured eight US merchant 
ships near Cuba, then moved 
to South America and took two 
more in September and October 
1861. While coaling at Martinique 
in November she was blockaded 
by a US warship but was able to 
escape to sea. They captured an-
other six ships from late Novem -
ber into January 1862 while cruis-
ing in the western hemisphere 
to European waters. In April 
she took refuge at Gibralter and 
was blockaded by US warships. 
Semmes and many of his of�cers 
were redeployed in a new cruiser 

1st Lieutenant Richard F. Armstrong, CS Navy 

named the CSS Alabama. 
Armstrong was assigned 2nd 

Lieutenant of the Alabama. While 
cruising the North Atlantic and 
West Indies during the rest of 
1862, they captured more than 24 
Union merchant ships, most being 
burned. On January 11, 1863, they 
sank the US warship, Hatteras, 
near Galveston, Texas. 

Next they moved to the South 
Atlantic and East Indies, seizing 
nearly 40 more US merchantmen, 
destroying most. In 1864 they

captured a few ships but were 
in need of an overhaul. On June 
11 they anchored at Cherbourg, 
France for repairs. Blockaded 
by the USS Kearsarge on June 
19, the Alabama steamed out 
to do battle. After one hour 
of intense battle the Alabama 
sank. Armstrong was slightly 
wounded during the engage -
ment, He was rescued by a 
French pilot boat and taken 
to Cherbourg. 

He returned to the South 
later in the year and was present 

during the bombardment of Fort 
Fisher, North Carolina in Decem-
ber 1864. During the �nal months 
of the war he served aboard 
the CSS Columbia, ironclad, at 
Charleston until her sinking; 
served in Co. A, Tucker’s Naval 
Brigade; ordered to school ship 
CSS Patrick Henry as instructor in 
gunnery; during the evacuation 
of Richmond, Virginia in April, 
1865, he served as an escort to 
President Davis and his cabinet; 
and he was paroled at Macon, 
Georgia, on May 10, 1865. 

He moved to Nova Scotia after 
the war where he was involved in 
railroad work there. Armstrong 
died at Halifax on May 6, 1904.

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kee army. Clearly outnumbered, out 
equipped and outraged by the burning 
and attack on the Southern civilians, 
Early had limited options.

Custer’s 
unusual dress was described as “a cir-
cus rider gone mad!” Rosser “had �ght 
in his blood” and “he fought as if he 
loved it.” Rosser stated he gave the 
same charge before any engagement: 
“There is the enemy boys. Ride over 
‘em!” Although sometimes Rosser’s 
inclinations were good, they were not 
good in all situations. Tom’s Brook is 
one of those unfortunate times where 
the overwhelming will to �ght was not 
appropriate. When Rosser arrived in 
the valley, he deemed himself the “sav-
ior of the valley;” a name “owing to a 
superabundance of self-esteem.” After 
the Battle of Tom’s Brook this appella-
tion haunted Rosser, so obvious was 
the fact that he could not save the val-
ley.

Scott Bowden’s new book, Robert E. 
Lee At War: Hope Arises From Despair, 

is an extraordinary publication. First is 
its size.

Writing a new volume on Robert E. 
Lee is a daunting task, one would think 
everything which could be written 
about the man has already been writ-
ten. But, Scott has spent years research-
ing Lee and plans additional volumes 
in this series.

You may remember the two-part 
installment published in the 2017 Sep-
tember/October and November/De -
cember Confederate Veterans with maps. 
They make up chapter four of this vol -
ume.

By just reading the Prologue, I 
learned new information about Lee 
which I have not encountered in my 
life-long hero worship of General Rob -
ert E. Lee. I now know why Lee sat out 
the �rst 13 months of the War. I have 
not seen this documented before now.

In addition to the numerous col -
or photos and period engravings, 29 
maps are included covering the Seven

Days Battles up to Second Manassas.
Part I covers the Seven Days cam-

paign in great detail with very detailed 
maps. No doubt some of this you have 
studied before. But, there is still much 
to learn.

Part II is titled “Lee’s Art of War” 
which, I think, covers another under 
studied aspect of Lee. Readers will 
discover who Lee had studied during 
his life which gives some explanation 
of Lee’s military genius. I have always 
heard George Washington was Lee’s 
hero, but he had others among the 
world’s past great military leaders.

Scott ends this volume with �ve 
appendixes which cover details of the 
Seven Days. In addition, this book is 
heavily footnoted as well as including 
a select bibliography.

This reviewer can’t recommend 
this book highly enough, especially if 
one is a student of Robert E. Lee. I can’t 
wait for the next volume in this series.

coerced political allegiance to a 
corrupted government, just as 
their fathers had done in 1776 
when the thirteen slaveholding 
Colonies — from Massachusetts 
to Georgia — seceded from the 
British Empire. But with seven 
States of the South’s “Cotton 
Kingdom” out of the Union, the 
North’s “Mercantile Kingdom” 
would suffer collapse, so Lincoln 
rebuffed all diplomatic overtures 
from the South, launched an ar-
mada against Charleston Harbor 
to provoke the South into �ring 
the �rst shot, and got the war 
he wanted to drive the Southern 
States back into the Union at the 
point of the bayonet. This pro -
voked Virginia, “The Mother of 
States and of Statesmen,” to im-
mediately secede and indict Lin-

coln for “choosing to inaugurate 
civil war.” The slavery issue was 
merely the smelly “red herring” 
dragged across the tracks of Lin-
coln’s war of imperialism. 

Tocqueville and Adam Smith 
both explained how free la -
bor was more economical than 
slave labor in the industrializ -
ing economy of the North. The 
righteous North then sold their 
slaves South before their States 
abolished slavery, thus ridding 
themselves of both an undesir-
able labor system and an un-
desired population at the same 
time, with many States — like 
Lincoln’s Illinois — passing laws 
prohibiting Blacks from setting 
foot in the State.

While everyone is posting 
their virtues, their identity poli -
tics, and their racial grievances 
on this Confederate monument 
issue, it may be of bene�t to point 
out while Americans owned 
slaves, no Americans ever en-
slaved anyone (except the righ-

teous Puritans of Massachusetts, 
who enslaved Native Americans 
whenever they were not too busy 
burning witches). Black African 
slavers — such as the Kingdom 
of Dahomey — enslaved Black 
African slaves and sold them to 
Yankee slave-ship captains for 
transport to the Americas. This 
is graphically illustrated by the 
noted Black anthropologist Zora 
Neale Hurston, with her inter -
view with Cudjo Lewis, a survi -
vor of the “middle passage.” The 
account may be found on-line 
and in her book Dust Tracks on a 
Road, while the noted Black his-
torian W. E. B. DuBois cites the 
January, 1862, New York Journal 
of Commerce that says New York 
and Boston were the largest Af-
rican slave-trading ports in the 
world at the outbreak of Lin -
coln’s War to Prevent Confed-
erate Independence. And while 
we are hyperventilating over 
“White Supremacy,” it is inter -
esting to note that Abraham Lin -

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coln himself was a documented 
White Supremacist who worked 
until the day he died to deport 
freed Blacks to Latin America or 
back to Africa. Frederick Doug -
lass, the Black abolitionist, called 
him “the product of a Kentucky 
redneck education,” and it is all 
well documented in the book by 
the Black author Lerone Bennett 
entitled Forced into Glory: Abra-
ham Lincoln’s White Dream. What 
then shall be done with Lincoln’s 
monument at Tredegar? Or are 
only Confederate monuments to 
be considered in this witch hunt 
for White Supremacists? That 
seems monumentally hypocriti -
cal to me.

What were the results of 
Lincoln’s conquest of the Con-
federacy? For the North? “The 
Gilded Age.” For the South? 

Grinding poverty in a land laid 
waste until the Second World 
War. For the Blacks? Recently 
uncovered documents from the 
Freedmen’s Bureau and else-
where show that between 1862 
and 1870 estimates of at least a 
million ex-slaves, or twenty-�ve 
percent of the population, died 
or became seriously ill from 
disease, starvation, and neglect 
under their Northern “libera -
tors”!

little bit helps and I can think of 
no greater cause than the defense 
of our noble ancestors.

Switching gears again — it 
was 100 years ago this Novem-
ber 11th that “the war to end all 
wars” ended in an armistice. Of 
note, the SCV’s 18th Command-
er-in-Chief Ernest G. Baldwin, 
resigned from his position as the 
SCV CiC to serve as a 1st Lt. in 
the US Army’s 112th Machine 
Gun Company of the 29th Infan -
try Division in France. He fought 
at Chateau-Thierry and the Ar -
gonne Forrest, where he was se-
riously wounded by gas. In 1919, 
he organized the �rst overseas 
SCV camp: Camp Verdun Camp 
912. For the soldiers who left from 
Memphis, the city turned out for 

their departure, including the re -
maining Confederate veterans, 
and the UDC ladies gave each 
soldier an embroidered Confed-
erate �ag which was sewn into 
their uniform coat liners over 
their hearts. My grandfather 
served in the 3rd Arkansas In-
fantry, the same regiment which 
fought so gallantly under Gen -
eral Lee in Virginia 55 years ear-
lier. The US Government renum-
bered our state regiments, but 
they are the same regiments from 
the Confederacy and, in some 
states, back to before our repub-
lic. Those regiments still exist in 
different designations, but never 
forget their lineage is the same. 
Let us celebrate the South’s great 
contributions to our country be -

fore, during, and after “the war” 
as we continue today to serve as 
the backbone of American princi -
ples and virtues. Let’s honor and 
remember these Real Sons and 
Grandsons of Confederate Vet-
erans who served our country in 
the Great War (the SCV challenge 
coin represents this connection)! 

Remember to do one thing 
positive each day! May God bless 
each and every one of you for all 
you do for our organization and 
our ancestors! Merry Christmas 
to all of you!

As citizens, it is appropriate to honor 
those who put themselves in peril for 
us regardless of how history judges the 
war. Memorials and monuments to sol -
diers do not honor the cause for which 
they fought, they honor the soldiers’ 
service, sacri�ce and valor.

Judging yesterday’s heroes and 
events by today’s standards is a slip-
pery slope which has no logical con-
clusion. No �gure in history is without 
sins for which they would now be con -
demned if they are judged by today’s 
standards. If we strain hard enough, 
we can always �nd a statue or monu -
ment which offends someone for some 
reason. Does that mean a monument 
should be removed? Of course not! A 
larger issue that has been awakened 
here is the building of any new memo -
rials and monuments to honor those 
who sacri�ced and died in the Global 
War on Terrorism since 9/11. Most of 
us know someone who has deployed 
overseas to Afghanistan and/or Iraq 
over the last two decades. Many young 
Americans gave the ultimate sacri-
�ce �ghting terrorism overseas. Most 
Americans would agree a new memo-

rial or monument to these recent fall -
en heroes would be a worthy project. 
But, why would one want to spend the 
time, energy and money to erect a new 
monument today, if a future politician 
can randomly decide the reason they 
fought is unjust and then remove the 
monument years from now? Monu -
ments should be permanent and re-
�ect important times in history. They 
should be treated with tolerance and 
respect and kept in historical context. 
Removing them to satisfy today’s self-
serving political agenda destroys the 
character of our community and coun -
try. Our history is sometimes painful 
but it makes us who we are and serves 
to educate in order to build a better fu -
ture. 

Today’s justi�cation for monu -
ment removal is the “Cult of the Lost 
Cause” narrative and that the monu -
ments are a lie.

This work 
looks at General Forrest through hu-
mor. Through jokes, reminiscences,

To his credit, this author gives the 
reader a thorough understanding of 
the plight of Southerners in the valley. 
One woman pleaded with the Union 
invaders to please leave the fam-
ily cow. Unsuccessful in her pleas she 
blasted the unfeeling Federals: “Take 
her, god damn you, and go to hell with 
her.” The war had become more than 
two armies meeting on a battle�eld.

Participants would write for years 
afterwards about what happened, and 
more importantly who was to blame. 
Barbs were worded on both sides of 
the con�ict and within the ranks of 
the Confederate of�cer corps. General 
Jubal A. Early enters this volume as 
the overall Confederate commander of 
Southern forces in the area, and Ross-
er’s focus for blame. An included de-
scription from a man who served under 
Early states: “He was stricken while 
in Mexico with that dread disease, in -
�ammatory rheumatism. He got over 
the rheumatism, but he never got over 
the in�ammatory part of it, and that is 
what gave him his reputation.” Read -
ers cannot help but be amused at ac-
counts Miller included. 

After the war the study expands 
more fully on the life and exploits of 
Rosser, as of course we all know what 
the future held for Custer. Rosser 
worked on railroads in the U. S. and in 
Canada. Later he returned to Virginia, 
to enter politics and engage in the “after 
war” battles. One inclusion in the New 
York Sun sums up, humorously, their 
view of post war Rosser: “…the great 
Virginia spouting geyser, is in perfect 
erupting form again. At Richmond, on 
Wednesday, he sent into the air a word 
stream 220 ft. long and 2 inches broad, 
and so hot that it fried in its own adjec -
tives.” A Union veteran once quipped 
on Rosser’s political ambitions: “… if 
Rosser were to make as good a run for 
Congress as he did when Sheridan was 
chasing him up the Valley, he would

Confederate Black Ops: The Untold Sto-
ry of the Confederate Clandestine Ser-

vices by Charles S. Tilton II attempts to 
dive in and bring understanding to the 
various aspects of the Confederate Se-
cret Service Bureau and Signal Corps. 
Very little is actually known about this 
organization, its members, intelligence 
gathered, etc. due to the fact Secretary 
of State Judah P. Benjamin destroyed 
all intelligence records in his keeping 
as the federal army was taking Rich-
mond. While he intended to protect 
identities, information and various as -
pects that could have damaged people 
when the war ended and the North 
sought retribution to all of those who 
had participated in an attempt to create 
Constitutional government.

People are familiar with the obvi -
ous characters involved in this line of 
work. People such as Belle Boyd gath-
ering and smuggling information to 
General Stonewall Jackson allowing 
him to win the Battle of Front Royal 
and Rose O’Neal Greenhow with a ci-
pher letter supplying information to 
General Joseph E. Johnston to help him 
win the First Battle of Manassas is read-
ily thrown around by those discussing 
Confederate spies, but there was much 
more involved than individuals casu -
ally deciding to gather information 
and passing it on to those they thought 
it would help. An entire organization 
was created and headed by Captain 
William Norris when he took com -
mand of the Confederate Signal Corps 
on 29 May 1862. Everything from a se-
cret navy, Torpedo Bureau, and Subma-
rine Battery Service fell under the Se-
cret Service Bureau during the course 
of the war. Signal stations were created, 
safe houses established, agents recruit-
ed, and lines were created in which 
to have information funneled to Rich -
mond. This information was gathered 
by Partisan Rangers as well as agents 
located in Europe, Mexico and Canada. 

Mr. Tilton gleaned many sources 
of information to put together the ac -
counts and history of this important 
branch of the Confederate war effort. 

As with all spy stories, there has to 
be a master of disguise and Benjamin 
Franklin Stringfellow of Mississippi 
excelled in the role, carrying out covert 
operations as a civilian, military of�cer, 
as well as dressing as a woman who 
attended a 
U n i o n 
ball and 
ga the red 
i n f o r m a -
tion about 
G r a n t ’ s 
m a s s i n g 
of troops 
a g a i n s t 
Lee.

T h e 
a u t h o r 
also ex-
p l o r e s 
the Booth 
Ring’s as-
sassination of Abraham Lincoln and 
its possible connection to the Con-
federate Secret Service. Names and 
events emerge such as John Surratt’s 
meeting of John Wilkes Booth, James 
Pumphrey’s livery stable as a meeting 
location, the involvement of Union Sec-
retary of War Edwin McMasters Stan -
ton, as well as the use of Secret Service 
agents and safe houses used by Booth 
as he made his way from Washington 
City to the Garrett Farm. 

Interesting theories are presented 
in the pages of this work. The author 
has included diagrams of the various 
agencies which were created by the 
Confederate government that fell un -
der the auspices of the Secret Service. 
The pages are enlivened with photo-
graphs of the many individuals and 
places that played such important roles 
in gaining information and carrying 
out missions to help the Confederacy 
gain its independence.

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“Such a Gallant Race”
“luxury” in his Southern ramble. 
The Englishman’s �rst interview 
is with Attorney General Judah 
P. Benjamin. He describes Ben-
jamin as a statesman of gifted 
intellect whose service to the 
Confederacy is focused on gain-
ing England’s recognition of the 
South as an independent nation, 
which by any de�nition it is. Na -
tive of New Orleans, Benjamin 
relates an outrageous incident 
perpetrated upon his family 
during Union occupation; “his 
two sisters had been turned out, 
neck and crop, into the streets 
there, which they had been 
forced to carry themselves,” (i.e., 
they are banished without prop -
er conveyance or escort suitable 
for ladies). But their redemption 
comes through the good of�ces 
of an Englishwoman who gives 
them shelter until they can es-
cape the city.

The highpoint of Fremantle’s 
visit in Richmond is his cordial 
interview with Jefferson Davis, 
which occurs at the president’s 
residence. Tall and thin, Davis 
impresses Fremantle with his 
conversational charm and pleas-
ant demeanor. The Confederate 
president is fervent in the hope 
of British recognition which 
would seal a favorable outcome 
to the South’s bid for indepen -
dence, yet without provoking a 
war between England and the 
old Union. Fremantle conveys to 
Davis the pitiful condition of the 
people of his native Mississippi 
then suffering under the heel 
of Grant and his army of Goths. 

He reports the Yankee soldiers 
are outraged over Lincoln’s war 
measure, the recent Emancipa-
tion Proclamation, and the aver-
age soldier cares not a tinker’s 
damn for the slave’s freedom. 
To the rank and �le this is a war 
for preserving the Union. The 
feeling in Richmond is the South 
would never again buy Yankee 
goods, and indeed would pay 
double for English manufac -
tures. Though the fall of Vicks -
burg is considered a fait accompli, 
the Southern spirit still bears up, 
and news is that Lee and his gal-
lant lads are somewhere to the 
north of Richmond, that a push 
into the rich underbelly of Penn -
sylvania is in the making. The 
day before his departure, June 
20, 1863, Fremantle takes his ab-
lutions in the James River, from 
a small outcrop or island in the 
center of the stream.

From humble beginnings in 
the south Texas mesquite, Colo-
nel Fremantle makes his way to 
the rolling, green hills of Penn -
sylvania, a land rich in forage, 
food and cattle. He �rst sees 
General Lee from a distance 
in Berryville, Virginia, and re -
marks upon the good order in 
the Army of Northern Virginia, 
with straggling and looting kept 
to a minimum by order of the 
commander. Lee still believes 
in the antique notion of civi -
lized warfare. There would be 
no plundering in Pennsylvania, 
as nothing so demoralizes an 
army, turning soldiers into brig -
ands, than destruction of private 

property. Instead Lee orders his 
soldiers to pay for what is taken, 
albeit in paper money that the 
natives call “Confederate trash.” 
Fremantle notes many of the in-
habitants, quite a few of German 
descent and speaking only Ger-
man, have little truck with either 
blue or gray, wanting only to be 
left alone to caress their abun-
dant farms. He also reports they 
confuse Texans with Mexicans, 
so insular is their rural existence. 
Fremantle’s meeting with Gen-
eral Lee occurs on June 30, 1863, 
on the road from Chambersburg 
to Gettysburg. Longstreet he de-
scribes as heroic, and Jackson’s 
loss to the army irreparable. But 
Lee is the very god of battle de-
serving of the pen of another 
Parson Weems. Finally, Fre-
mantle arrives at Gettysburg, at 
the crossroads where two vast 
armies collide, to bloody each 
other for three long and hot days.

Getting to the battle�eld on 
the afternoon of July 1, 1863, Fre-
mantle climbs a tree in order to 
obtain a commanding view of 
the position of the enemy. From 
the vantage point he can see 
thickets of tall timber on the op -
posing ridge, yet he is unable to 
determine the numbers of the 
Yankees. His Southern comrades 
refer to the �rst day’s battle as a 

“brisk little scurry,” and that on 
the morrow the struggle would 
begin in earnest. Fremantle 
notes the Southerners express 
only contempt for their oppo -
nents, even though the enemy 
is solidly fortifying on the op -

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posite heights. On the second 
day Fremantle resumes his tree 
perch and watches a disjointed 
battle unfold. Here he comments 
on the American habit of whit -
tling sticks, whether in solitude 
or in deep council. Then on the 
�nal day of the battle Colonel 
Fremantle witnesses the Con-
federate attack against Seminary 
Ridge, and its bloody repulse, 
with the gray troops streaming 
back, thinned terribly by Yan -
kee shot and shell. According to 
Fremantle, General Lee is “sub-
lime” in adversity, that nothing 
more reveals the inner man than 
the way he takes upon himself 
the sole burden of the failure 
on the third afternoon. In the 

very throes of the setback Lee is 
calm, marmoreal, when he seeks 
to rally his men. He is indiffer -
ent to his own safety, while so-
licitous for the wounds of others. 
This is a leader in transcendence. 
No soldier fails to answer Lee’s 
call for all good and true men to 
rally against the expected Union 
counter-attack, except for one 
lone soldier hiding face down in 
a ditch. The commander has the 
fellow set upon his feet uncer-
emoniously. He will go straight 
back to the front. As Fremantle 
is quick to note, the men have 
not lost faith in “Uncle Robert” 
to lead them to ultimate vic -
tory. In fact, the author observes 
not a defeated army but an 

army merely halted. Withdraw -
ing into Virginia, Lee’s wagons 
bring most of the spoils of war 
back across the Potomac, “con-
tributions laid under” the State 
of Pennsylvania. They have 
marched to and from Pennsyl-
vania in good order. The Army 
of Northern Virginia is still in 
good fettle, still intact. The gray 
fox, though licking his wounds, 
is still able to turn and bloody 
the nose of his pursuer.

From Gettysburg to Fre-
mantle’s departure from New 
York City is just a few days. Get-
ting through the Yankee lines is 
a risky maneuver because the 
Englishman is at the sole mercy 
of the of�cer receiving him. The 
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last thing he wants is to be de-
tained as an enemy combatant, 
or worse yet, a spy. Fortunately 
Fremantle is taken in by a rea-
sonable chap in blue uniform, 
a General Kelly, who respects 
his stated neutrality, and subse-
quently gives him a pass through 
the lines. After several adven-
tures, including a most execrable 
stagecoach ride over a worn-out 
plank road, Colonel Fremantle 
arrives in New York City on July 
12, 1863, just in time to witness 
the effects of the notorious Draft 
Riots. Interestingly, Fremantle 
comments on the prosperity of 
the city, where the general run of 
people seems unaffected by the 
war that is raging only a day’s 
train ride to the south. The cor-
nucopia of goods and services 
available in New York City he 
contrasts with the leanness and 
scarcity in Charleston and Rich-
mond. Fremantle describes his 
hotel as “occupied by military, 
or rather by creatures in uni -
form.” Such is the Englishman’s 
opinion of the Northern soldier, 
over-fed, well-clothed and well-
shod, but a poor imitation of the 
Confederate troops that he has 
come to admire, under-fed, ill-
clothed and ill-shod, but who 
march with ragged élan over the 
gravelly roads of south-central 
Pennsylvania.

Aboard the ship China on the 
voyage back to England, Colo-
nel Fremantle engages in serious 
conversation many Northern 
men of the af�uent class. He is 
struck by their ignorance of the 
true state of affairs in the South-
ern States. The puf�ng Yankee 
does not appreciate the tenac-
ity of his Confederate foeman, 
least of all the belligerence of 

the “steel magnolias” at home 
and hearthside. These Northern 
travelers believe the Confedera-
cy is reeling, on its last leg, and 
especially after Lee’s repulse at 
Gettysburg, that their stomach 
for �ghting on is much dimin -
ished. It is then Freemantle tells 
the story of the young Confed -
erate in Polk’s command who 
loses both of his hands in artil-
lery practice, whose stumps are 
�tted with a brush and curry -
comb, who now grooms the ar-
tillery horses. The story reveals 
a nation fully engaged in the 
primal act of self-defense. It is a 
struggle which appears to have 
the commitment of the entirety 
of the Southern people. Their 
Northern counterparts, particu -
larly the gentlemen traveling 
aboard the China, are agreeable 
to the notion of eradicating the 
South, but they have yet to spill 
their own precious blood. They 
will pay, but they will not die. 
Fremantle’s last paragraph in 
the diary is no less than a scath-
ing indictment of Northern cu -
pidity and aggression, and de-
serves quoting in full:

“But the mass of respectable 
Northerners, though they may be 
willing to pay, do not very natu-
rally feel themselves called upon to 
give their blood in a war of aggres-
sion, ambition, and conquest (ital-
ics added), for this war is essentially 
a war of conquest. If ever a nation 
did wage such a war, the North is 
now engaged, with a determination 
worthy of a more hopeful cause, in 
endeavoring to conquer the South; 
but the more I think of all that I 
have seen in the Confederate States 
of the devotion of the whole popula-
tion, the more I feel inclined to say 

with General Polk —“How can you 
subjugate such a people as this?” 
and even supposing that their ex-
termination were a feasible plan, as 
some Northerners have suggested, I 
can never believe that the civilized 
world will be condemned to witness 
the destruction of such a gallant 
race.”

It was truly unfortunate Col -
onel Fremantle was wrong on 
this score, and that an astonished 
world was “condemned” to 
watch the Yankee colossus over-
whelm the Southern Confed-
eracy. Destruction of the South 
was a “feasible plan,” to be car-
ried out by a vindictive and radi -
cal Republican Congress. Soon 
swarms of government agents 
descended, to steal the stock-
piles of cotton. The white gold 
had reached the unheard-of 
price of a dollar per pound in 
the fall of 1865. Then, amid the 
ruins of a civilization, came the 
carpetbaggers who allied them-
selves with the scalawags and 
freedmen to �nish the work of 
destruction the Yankee army had 
left undone. The old Union was 
dead. By congressional �at, by 
con�scation, disfranchisement 
and imprisonment, the South -
ern States were “reconstructed,” 
and one by one let back into a 
revolutionized Union. But even 
then the plunder and rapine did 
not abate. 

After twelve years the army 
left, and responsible govern-
ment was restored. Then both 
sides made a sort of gentleman’s 
agreement that the war had been 
a principled �ght, and the South 
had lost militarily, but it served 
no good purpose to humiliate 
her further. 
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Noteworthy is the fact at the 
Lee Centennial at Washington 
and Lee College in 1907 the in-
vited speaker was Charles Fran-
cis Adams, great-grandson of 
President John Adams. Colonel 
Adams had fought against Lee 
during the Gettysburg cam -
paign. Yet he spoke of Robert E. 
Lee as a man of character, and 
of the �nest type that America 
had ever produced. In 1938 griz-
zled old veterans, blue and grey, 
could shake hands from across 
a stone wall at Gettysburg. This 
was perhaps the high tide of cul-
tural reconciliation. There could 
be honor in defeat, with �ag and 
memories unassailed. 

Then came the Civil War Cen-
tennial with all its entertainment 
value, a modest success amid the 
distant rumbling. But now, more 

than a century and a half after 
Appomattox, the South is back 
to where it was in the spring of 
1865, under attack from every 
side. By the national media and 
academe maligned, with its his-
tory being erased or proscribed, 
its people are now strangers in 
their own land! That the South 
fought for the right of self-gov -
ernment has been swallowed up 
by the monolithic lie that Yankee 
boots marched southward to free 
the slave. Emancipation is only 
a pretext to give moral cover to 
a war of “aggression, ambition, 
and conquest.” Sadly our defeat 
has been twofold, �rst upon the 
battle�eld, and now by deliber -
ate cultural deracination. 

Whether it was a constitu-
tional government of limited 
powers, or an absolute govern-

ment of unlimited powers, was 
at the heart of our war for inde -
pendence. In the ever-gaining 
milieu of intolerance, the gleeful 
destruction of our statues and 
monuments is but the newest 
chapter in “reconstruction.” 

Certainly a republican form 
of government based upon in-
formed consent and the rule of 
law cannot survive with such 
profound ignorance. The sup-
pression of unpopular truth is 
the death knell of a free people, 
sounding the descent into a new 
barbarism and anarchy, to be fol-
lowed by a more blatant tyranny. 

People can no longer judge 
of the truth, because their his-
tory, their precious inheritance, 
has been falsi�ed, to serve and 
preserve the entrenchment of 
the all-powerful central state.

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ries into a strategic victory. Shadow governments 
in Southern states are a technique that “we the 
people” will use to do an end run or out �ank the 
entrenched ruling elite in Washington, our States, 
and the donor class on Wall Street, K Street, and 
local Chamber of Commerce types. Shadow gov-
ernments are the essence of irregular political war-
fare in action.

How to we establish a Shadow government?

One of the most successful (and evil) political 
organizers made a signi�cant observation about 
organizing people for a successful revolt against 
the established order. While we abhor his ideol-
ogy, we should learn from his successful political 
techniques. He declared “propaganda must pre-
cede any attempts to organize the public.” By pro -
paganda he meant what we would call a public 
relations educational campaign. Any country boy 
knows that before you harvest a crop you must 
�rst prepare the �eld, plant the crop and tend it 
as it matures. Too often Southern heritage defend-
ers have tried to harvest the crop — convincing 
elected politicians/judges to respect our heritage 
— but they have failed to prepare the �eld! The 
shadow government will provide the political 
means to prepare the �eld while the SCV and oth -
er heritage organizations will target the Southern 
people’s heart and minds by encouraging them 
to love their heritage and detest the neo-Marxists 
who use vicious slander against our South in an 
attempt to destroy our heritage; sti�e free speech 
as it relates to the truth about the South; and deny 
that “we the people” of the South have a right to 
self-determination, the right to live under a gov -
ernment based upon the American principle of the 
consent of the governed.

A shadow government committee must be es-
tablished in each county/parish in the South. The 
sole purpose of these county/parish committees is 
to conduct irregular political warfare as outlined 
in Dixie Rising-Rules for Rebels. It is often said in 
Washington, DC, that all politics is local — we 

shall prove them correct as far as it relates to lo-
cal politics and our ability to in�uence political 
outcomes. We are about to �nd out if Southerners 
who like to “talk the talk,” will be willing to “walk 
the walk!” Freedom is not free or easy!

Summary

At the beginning of this article I posed two 
questions: How can we who understand the truth 
about our Southern heritage bring pressure on 
“our” elected of�cials? How can we persuade 
“our” elected of�cials to “contextualize” the er -
roneous, slanderous, anti-South Yankee narrative? 
The answer to the �rst is that we bring pressure 
on “our” elected of�cials through an aroused pub -
lic who will voice and vote their support for our 
Southern heritage. Efforts such as the Confederate 
Legion and Radio Free Dixie will, for the �rst time, 
provide rank and �le Southerners with positive 
pro-South information and a resource where they 
can �nd additional information about their South -
ern culture and homeland. Through direct acts 
such as demanding fair play for Dixie at National 
“Civil War” parks and demanding States provide 
the public with the South’s reasons for �ghting the 
War for Southern Independence at state tourist/
rest stops we can force our elected of�cials to “con-
textualize” the erroneous Yankee narrative about 
the North’s War to Prevent Southern Indepen -
dence. It is not too much to ask that a very small 
part of Southern taxpayer dollars which are freely 
spent parroting the Yankee narrative be dedicated 
to giving the other side of the story. A refusal on 
the part of the federal government and our elected 
state of�cials to deal fairly with our Southern heri -
tage indicates that “we the people” of the South 
are not equal citizens of a Constitutional Republic 
as established by our Colonial forefathers but are 
mere subjects of a vast, all powerful, supreme fed-
eral government and citizens of a conquered na-
tion.
